Prayer and Fasting


	A quick glance at the Index, on page 4, reveals a many-faceted journey in the 20-issue life of these bulletins and supplements. Undoubtedly the “Letters” column has been a regular highlight since the very beginning. There have also been different themes emerging from issue to issue. Many themes are yet to be explored, and two important ones, often going together, are highlighted in this issue.


	The first is Prayer. During the past couple of months, a major project has been underway, drawing from the many lessons and examples given to us by Jesus and Mary on prayer - in all of Maria’s writings so far translated into English. The end result of this has been the publication of a professionally printed 64-page booklet entitled: 


“The Prayer Life and Teachings of Jesus and Mary”


- containing 58 passages on prayer’s numerous aspects, demonstrated and explained to us by these Two Great Exponents of this vital “way of life”. The booklet contains a detailed Index of 101 themes and sub-themes, and a 74-item list of Scriptural references. As the compiler, I am so glad to have this as a ready resource for the rest of my spiritual life here on Earth. For the general Valtorta reader, I boldly say that it may rank in interest and usefulness with the “Pilgrim’s Guide” and the three Meditated Rosary tapes. The booklet’s price is $A 3.50*.

	The second theme for this issue is Fasting. By “co-incidence”, a “Letter from Elizabeth” has been received, containing a most valuable assembly of notes on Jesus’ teachings on fasting, from the five volumes of The Poem. These notes form the second of Elizabeth’s two-part report, which is this bulletin’s supplement. The first part is a heart-warming report about Elizabeth’s experience with a ministry team visiting a NSW prison, where she used material from Maria’s writings as a resource. I am most grateful to Elizabeth for sharing these “pearls” with us.





The 1945-50 Notebooks

			A CONVERSATION IN THE HEAVENS				





(Jesus says to Maria Valtorta:)


"…Soul of mine, I cannot remain without speaking to you, for to speak to those who love Me constitutes my delight, my desire, and the need of my Heart, which loves you.


"Have you ever observed how a husband and wife who really love each other act? The wife, while at home, keeps looking at the clock and running to the window - to see the passing of time, and to see if her husband is coming back from his office. The husband, as soon as he can, gets away to say a word of love to his wife. He has just left her and remembers that he could have told her this, too, to make her happy. So as soon as possible he dashes off to tell her. It is love that spurs them on.


"I, too, as soon as I remain silent, feel that I have something else to tell you. I would like to speak to you day and night, have you entirely for Myself; I would like you to be able to devote yourself entirely to Me. If only you knew how I love you!…


"When you listen to Me and I speak to you, when instead of the superficial murmuring of prayers I carry you off into the fire of revelations and occupy you with Myself, when you say to Me, 'Come, Jesus, to speak to your servant', when you taste the savor of my Word - which I deposit in you… so that you may give it to the poor and thirsty of the Earth - we then carry on a conversation in the Heavens.


"You were too bound to formulas, like almost all fervent Catholics. I have unbound you. I have launched your soul - outside the heap of restrictive formulas and the pettiness of practices - onto the boundless spaces of the mystical sea of prayer. I have enveloped, inspired, enraptured, and deified you, in the fire of prayer.


"You were a little fettered sparrow. Now you are a soaring, reigning 270 The specification of the hour and day, which we have introduced with commas, is seen to have been added later by the writer.


Eagle, rising towards the Sun, gazing at it fixedly, and fortified by it. Rise higher and higher, like the eagle in concentric flights. Up above am I, the Eternal Eagle, who await you to carry you beyond the senses, into the knowledge of love.


"Always obey the call with promptness and trust. Abandon yourself to the wind of love. It sustains you, and does not obstruct you. It breathes, to bear you to Me, from whom it comes. Lose yourself, as a drop of water, in my infinite ocean. Lose yourself, as a spark of light, in my boundless shining. Enter, to become part of your God and Lord, and of your Spouse. I open to you all the doors to my treasures, so that you may possess them.

Valtorta and the “Divine Mercy”


	Thank you for the radio interview cassette… I had so many tears in my eyes, I was soaked - literally. I cried when you told the story of the little boy admiring Jesus so beautifully (little Michael - Vol. 3, pages 751-5 and 760)… I’ve read many books, but none are like Maria Valtorta’s - who makes you feel you are there and watching the scene. And it’s the same feeling - hearing it. It does something to your heart and soul - it uplifts, humbles, and nurtures it…


	At age 33 - the same age as Our Lord’s Passion… I had a tumor removed from my head and face. I trusted in Him, and wasn’t afraid either way. As a matter of fact, I was never more alive and happy - despite the atrocious pain for a continuous 24 hours. After that operation, my soul was hungry to love Our Lord, and He gave me the books of Maria Valtorta. I always say: “Seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened” etc.
