EDITORIAL


Dear fellow pilgrims,


To the many new members who have joined the Readers’ Group this year, may your readings of the wonderful writings of Maria Valtorta bring you much enlightenment and joy – as they have to so many minds, hearts and souls, in countries throughout the world since the middle of the last century.


Most new Valtorta readers begin with that extraordinary gift to the world – so relevant to these troubled times – of the Gospel stories magnified and translated from its original Italian into its five-volume English edition of The Poem of the Man-God, and into fourteen other languages. There are also five other quite separate “essentials” of Maria’s writings translated into English: her Autobiography, her 1943, 1944 and 1945-50 Notebooks, and The Book of Azariah (Maria’s Guardian Angel).

We’ve now heard that the English translation of Maria’s last major work – Dictations from the Holy Spirit on Paul to the Romans – is expected before the end of this year. Please let me know if you wish to have a copy reserved, and I’ll keep you posted.

That said, there is a supplementary little booklet of about 250 pages, waiting in the wings and still only in Italian, entitled Quadernetti (Little Notebooks). The webmaster of an excellent Valtorta web-site:

says that “especially striking is Christ's great sorrow, and often indignation, expressed at those who had censured, impeded or completely stopped publication of what He usually calls His great gift of ‘the Work’ —which refers primarily to The Poem”. Translation of a passage: “On the Our Father and the Hail Mary” is now on this web-site (see bottom of a two-column list on the home page).

Another passage: “On Wars and Natural Disasters” will be posted on the web-site soon.
Preaching and Practising
Several years ago, a preacher from out-of-state accepted a call to a church in Houston, Texas. Some weeks after he arrived, he had an occasion to ride the bus from his home to the downtown area. When he sat down, he discovered that the driver had accidentally given him a quarter too much change. As he considered what to do, he thought to himself, "You'd better give the quarter back. It would be wrong to keep it." Then he thought, "Oh, forget it, it's only a quarter. Who would worry about this little amount? Anyway, the bus company gets too much fare; 
they will never miss it. Accept it as a 'gift from God' and keep quiet."   


When his stop came, he paused momentarily at the door, then he handed the quarter to the driver and said, "Here, you gave me too much change." The driver, with a smile, replied, "Aren't you the new preacher in town? I have been thinking a lot lately about going somewhere to worship. I just wanted to see what you would do if I gave you too much change. I'll see you at church on Sunday."   


When the preacher stepped off of the bus, he literally grabbed the nearest light pole, held on, and said, "Oh God, I almost sold your Son for a quarter."   


Our lives are the only Bible some people will ever read. This is a really scary example of how much people watch us as Christians and will put us to the test! Always be on guard and remember that you carry the name of Christ on your shoulders when you call yourself "Christian." Watch your thoughts; they become words. Watch your words; they become actions. Watch your actions; they become habits. Watch your habits; they become character. Watch your character; it becomes destiny….

ON HELL, PURGATORY, AND HEAVEN
From the Archives – “A Taste of Hell”

(Eva Richer, from Northam W.A., has prompted the reprinting of the following extract from Bulletin #17, in which one of our readers wrote:)
“It seems today that there are few people who really believe in Hell, and what it can hold for us all. I carry a small card with words from Notebooks 1944, pages 79-80. I haven't heard a sermon on Hell in at least 40 years. I've heard it mentioned once, but no follow through. These words are powerful, really powerful. Every now and then, when it seems I'm under attack with all kinds of stuff going through my mind, that card aligns things quickly and  efficiently.”

(Here is just part of the whole passage:)


(Jesus says:)

"Fire responds to fire. In Paradise it is the fire of perfect love. In Purgatory it is the fire of purifying love. In Hell it is the fire of offended love. Since the elect loved to perfection, Love gives itself to them in its Perfection. Since those being purged loved in lukewarm fashion, Love becomes a flame, to take them to Perfection. Since the accursed burned with all fires ‑ except with the Fire of God ‑ the Fire of God's wrath burns them eternally. And in the fire there is ice.

"Oh, you cannot imagine what Hell is! Take everything that is man's torment on earth ‑ fire, flame, ice, submerging waters, hunger, sleeplessness, thirst, wounds, illnesses, sores, and death ‑ sum it up into a single amount, and multiply it millions of times. You will have only a shadow of that tremendous truth.

"Sidereal cold will be mixed with the unbearable burning. The damned burned with all human fires, having only spiritual iciness for their Lord God. And ice awaits to freeze them, after fire has salted them like fish set upon a flame to roast. A torment in the torment, is this passing from the burning, dissolving to the cold which condenses.

"Oh, this is not metaphorical language! For God can cause souls - burdened by the sins committed – to have a sensitivity equal to that of flesh, even before they take on that flesh. You do not know, and you do not believe. But in truth I tell you, that it would be better for you to undergo all the torments of my martyrs rather than one hour of those infernal tortures.

"Darkness will be the third torment. Material darkness and spiritual darkness. To be in darkness forever, after having seen the light of paradise, and to be in the embrace of Darkness, after having seen the Light that is God! To writhe in that dark horror, where in the glare of the burnt spirit, only the name of the sin - for which they are nailed to that horror - is illuminated! To find no other support in that continuous agitation of spirits, hating and harming each other, where this desperation making them crazed and increasingly accursed. To feed on it, base themselves on it, and kill themselves with it. It is said that death will nourish death.72 Despair is death, and shall nourish these dead ones in eternity.

"Even I, who created that place, tell you that when I descended into it - to bring out of Limbo those who awaited my coming* - I, God, experienced horror at that horror. If something made by God were not immutable - on account of being perfect - I would have wanted to make it less atrocious. For I am Love, and I was pained by that horror.

"And you want to go there.

"Meditate, O children, on these words of mine. The sick are given bitter medicine; and the diseased areas of cancer patients are cauterized and cut out. For you - sick and suffering from cancer - this is a surgeon's medicine and cauterization. Do not refuse it. Use it to heal yourselves. The duration of life is not these few days on earth. Life begins when it seems to you to be ending. And it no longer has an end.

"Have it flow on for you, in the place where God's light and joy make eternity beautiful, and not where Satan is the eternal Torturer. "

*(See Notebooks 1945-50 pp. 345-6, in which Jesus explains that the Hell He descended was the general area where the deceased were – as distinct from Paradise…

Purgatory and Heaven

(Not wanting to leave readers in shock after the previous extract, the next passages are offered as a context, for understanding God’s overall justice and mercy.)
On Purgatory
(Jesus says:)

"The souls immersed in those flames suffer only from love.
"Not undeserving of possessing the Light, but not worthy to enter therein immediately either, into the Kingdom of Light, these, on presenting themselves to God, are assailed by the Light. It is a brief, advance blessedness which makes them certain of their salvation and aware of what their eternity will be like, and knowledgeable regarding what they did to their souls, defrauding them of years of blessed possession of God. Then, immersed in the place of purgation, they are assailed by the flames of expiation…
"[These flames] are a fire of Love. They purify by inflaming souls with love. They give Love because, when the soul has attained the love it did not attain on earth, it is freed from [the flames] and joined to Love in Heaven…

"It is by loving on earth that you work for Heaven. It is by loving in Purgatory that you conquer Heaven, which in life you were unable to merit. It is by loving in Paradise that you enjoy Heaven.

"When a soul is in Purgatory, it does nothing but love, reflect, and repent in the light of Love, which for its sake has ignited those flames, which are already God, but which conceal God from the soul for its punishment.

"This is the torment. The soul recalls the vision of God received in the private judgment. It bears that memory with it, and since having only glimpsed God is a joy surpassing every created thing, the soul is anxious to experience that joy again…

"It is necessary to pray a lot, so that these souls - that suffer to reach Joy - may be swift in attaining the perfect love which absolves them and unites them to Me. Your prayers and acts of intercession are as many increases in loving fire. They increase the burning. But - oh, blessed torment! - they also increase the capacity for loving. They speed up the process of purgation. They raise the souls immersed in that fire to higher and higher degrees. They carry them to the threshold of the Light. They open the gates to Light, finally, and introduce the soul into Heaven…
"Oh, joy of joys, when you find yourselves risen to my Glory, having passed from that realm of expectation to the Kingdom of triumph. Oh, perfect knowledge of Perfect Love!... "  (Notebooks 1943, pp. 392-4 and 415)
« …Ninety-nine times in a hundred a purification will be required in life to come. But purification is preparation to joy. So he who is being purified is already saved. And once he is saved he will rejoice, after Doomsday, with his body. He will have only one body for his soul, as he had one life here. And with the body that his parents made for him, and with the soul that the Creator created for him to give life to his body, he will take delight in the reward… »
(The Poem of the Man-God, Vol. 4, p. 695)

On Heaven
(Early in His public life, on an evening near the house of His friend Lazarus, Jesus is speaking to His new disciple Simon the Zealot about Lazurus’ wayward sister Mary Magdalene. He emphasizes that every soul has free will, and He will not force a resurrection of spirits. He says:)

« …If the spirit is anxious to come out, it comes out. But if it does not want to come out, it grows darker and it goes to the bottom. But if it comes out!… Oh! If it comes out, I solemnly tell you that no one will be greater than a risen spirit. Only absolute innocence is greater than a dead person that becomes alive by force of love and for the joy of God… My greatest triumphs!

Look at the sky, Simon. You see there, stars, little stars and planets of various sizes. They all live and shine for God Who made them, and for the sun that illuminates them. But they are not all equally bright and of the same size. It will be the same in My Heaven. All the redeemed will have life through Me and will receive brightness from My light. But they will not be all equally bright and great.
Some will be plain star-dust, like the dust that makes Galathea milky. They will be those countless ones, who received from Christ - or rather, have taken from Him - the minimum indispensable not to be damned. And only through the infinite mercy of God, after a long Purgatory, they will come to Heaven.

Others will be brighter and better formed. These are the just who have united their own will - please note that I am saying will, not good will - to the will of Christ, and have obeyed My words not to be damned.

Then there will be the planets, those of good will, and they will be brightest! Their light will be like a pure diamond or a bright gem of different hues: the red of a ruby, the violet of an amethyst, the gold of a topaz, the white of a pearl: the lovers faithful unto death for love, the repentants for love, the people active for love, the people immaculate for love.

And there will be some of those planets - they will be the glory of the Redeemer - that will glare like amethysts, rubies, topazes and pearls, because they will be everything for the sake of love. They will be heroic to the extent of forgiving themselves for not having loved before… They will be the ones who through their multiform brightness will attract the eyes of the believers, of the pure, of the repentant, of the martyrs, of the heroes, of the ascetics, of the sinners and for each of those categories their brightness will be a word, a reply, an invitation, an assurance… »  (The Poem of the Man-God, Vol. 1, pp. 739-40)

(Jesus says to a suffering Maria Valtorta:)

"…People enter the City of the Saints through many gates: by many ways, by many missions. Also through different missions, faithfully carried out, faithful spirits build the Eternal City of God. And the gates are made of pearls ‑ the pearl represents a tear ‑ because people enter Heaven by means of pain…
"Pain opens the gates to eternal joy. I am glorious ‑ I, the Christ, the God‑Man ‑ because I suffered greater pain than that endured by other men.

"But I truly tell you that you belong to the foundation made of amethyst. Because you are the lover, penitent for the sake of all; because you carried mourning for your Crucified Jesus throughout your life; because you always bore the insignia of penance and humility; and because you are my Eternal Violet, soul of mine…"

(Notebooks 1945-50, pp. 535-6)
Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, nor has it entered into the heart of man, what things God has prepared 
for those who love Him.

The Cross-roads of Life


(Jesus is speaking to some people at a cross-roads near a village, about another cross-roads – dealing with free will, discernment, and choices in life. He concludes a very telling parable by saying:)

« …Every man is at a cross-roads. At a perpetual cross-roads. Blessed are those who are firm and generous in following the ways of Good. May God be with them. And may God touch and convert those who are not so, and lead them to become so… »

(The Poem Vol. 3, pp. 445-7 and Vol. 5, pp. 504-5, 864-5;  Notebooks 1943, p. 55;  Notebooks 1944; p. 356;  Notebooks 1943, p. 212;  Notebooks 1944, p. 644;
The Book of Azariah, pp. 143-4)

“I am the bread of life; he who comes to me shall not hunger, and he who believes in me shall never thirst.”  (Jn. 6:35)

Our Father…

(In the synagogue at Capernaum, Jesus speaks to a large crowd attracted by His teachings and His miracles1 - including the multiplication of the loaves2:) « Your fathers ate manna in the desert3. Manna was a holy but temporary food. But the Manna Which I am, will have no limit of time or power…


Hail Mary…

The bread which I will give is My Body sacrificed for the Life of the world. He who eats My Flesh worthily, and drinks My Blood, has eternal Life, and I will raise him up on the Last Day. He who eats My Flesh and drinks My Blood lives in Me, and I live in him. »…


Hail Mary…

« He is mad! » whisper the people present. (The crowds abandon Jesus, leaving Him alone with His most faithful followers.) Jesus turns towards the twelve apostles, and very seriously He asks: « Do you want to go as well? » Peter replies with sorrow: « Lord, where can we go? You alone have the words of eternal Life. »


Hail Mary…

(It is the Last Supper4…) Jesus takes a loaf, blesses and breaks it, and gives a morsel to each apostle, saying: « Take this and eat it. This is My Body. Do this in remembrance of Me. » He gives the chalice and says: « Take this and drink it. This is My Blood that will be shed for you, to remit your sins. Do this in remembrance of Me5. » Jesus is very sad. The apostles look at Him, utterly anguished…


Hail Mary…

Judas Iscariot looks at the chalice, then averts his eyes. Jesus then says: « I have washed your feet6 to teach you to be humble and pure like your Master. But one of you is not pure. One of you will betray Me. My Spirit is deeply perturbed. »


Hail Mary…

(Jesus tells Maria Valtorta of the essential role of His Mother in giving us the Eucharist:) « The Eucharist is My Body and My Blood united to My Soul and to My Divinity. I worked the first miracle for the joy of My Mother, at Cana7. I worked the last miracle [the Eucharist8] for the consolation of Mary, in Jerusalem. You have everything through Mary! »


Hail Mary…

(Jesus says:) "The Eucharist is My Heart. I gave you My Heart at the Last Supper; I always give it to you, provided you want it. When in a woman's womb a child is formed, what is formed first? The heart. Form My Heart in yourselves by loving the Eucharist, and by loving as My Mother loved Me, just conceived."


Hail Mary…

(Jesus says:) "My Heart is a living Eucharist. Where does love start from? From the heart. What is the Eucharist? It is love. When you think, then, of the Eucharist, you can say to yourselves, 'This is the Heart of Jesus' Heart.' "


Hail Mary…

(Jesus says:) "I do not grow weary of remaining in churches, enclosed in a little bread. I wait for you."… "[And] the priest, while exercising his priestly functions, is worthy of the maximum respect. I obey his command, I descend as Blood to wash your hearts, and as Flesh to nourish your spirits. Learn from Me, who am humble, to have humility…"


Hail Mary…

(Azariah, Maria’s Guardian Angel, says:)  "Communion does not cease when the Species has been consumed. It lives with the inhabitation of Christ in you. Jesus Eucharist tells you to speak and to be silent; to work and to contemplate; to suffer and to humiliate yourselves; and above all, to love, and love, and love."
