EDITORIAL

Dear Readers,

This Bulletin includes news of a new “Book Club” whose members regularly meet to share their Valtorta reading experiences; and an extra page with a member’s most thoughtful commentary on the Holy Spirit’s Lessons on the Epistle of St. Paul to the Romans.  

The Bulletin’s Supplement begins with a passage entitled: “Why is Mary crying?”; and it continues special transcript extracts from the Sunday Gospels series, including: the conversion of Matthew; the “Rock” that is the Church; and Jesus’ profound teaching of the “acid” of rationalism, which is “worse than couch-grass”.

But firstly:

The New Book about Mary
In the previous bulletin (#49) I said:


“Prompted by my friend Ed Ford... I have found myself assembling a series of passages from The Poem of the Man-God and from Maria Valtorta’s other books, expanding on the theme of Mary’s suffering... (Mary’s) partnership role with Jesus in Redemption began when She said “Yes” at the Annunciation, and continued through the centuries to the times in which we are now living...”

 The content was trimmed down to a book of 160 pages, and has now been published by Ed himself in the U.S.. It was officially “launched” during a Maria Valtorta Conference which I attended in Toronto, Canada on 3rd May by Bishop Roman Danylak - very familiar with the book’s scope and its content - who chose the title:

Mary, Mother of the Redeemer and the Church

- Her Life, Sufferings and Mission


Perhaps the most concise understanding of the book’s contents I can offer is in the following, on page 1:

----------
Synopsis
For many Christians and those of other persuasions, few details are known of the life of Mary. and particularly of the sufferings She endured as She anticipated and watched Her Son Jesus being brutally crucified.

Mary gained a foretaste of Her future sufferings from the moment She agreed to become Jesus’ Mother – because she knew, from Scripture, what His Mission would entail. Mary’s sufferings were central to her twin roles - as Mother of Her Son the Redeemer, and Mother of the Church which has continued through the ages.

Readers who are unfamiliar with the writings of Maria Valtorta may find it helpful to first consult the Introduction (pages 4 to 11), which describes Maria’s life and works, the circumstances in which she received the visions and dictations which are contained in this book – mostly drawn from her epic work, The Poem of the Man-God - and how well her writings are regarded by Church leaders and scientists.

Chapters 1 to 5 describe the extraordinary events accompanying the birth of Mary; the young Mary’s betrothal to Joseph; the Annunciation and Joseph’s three days of passion when He found that Mary was expecting; the Birth of Jesus; the shepherds; the three Wise Men; the escape from Herod into Egypt; the Boy Jesus growing up; and the death of Joseph in the presence of Mary and an adult Jesus.

Chapters 6 to 8 reveal Mary’s mostly hidden yet ever-present and supportive role for Jesus during His three years of public life. These include Her motherly interactions with the apostles, the women disciples and many significant others; Her vital role in leading Mary Magdalene and another converted sinner to Jesus; Her epic journey to negotiate with a Roman woman for the freedom of a young slave-girl; the sharing with Jesus of their joint concern for the wayward Judas; and the gradual escalation of Her anticipatory grief as the time of Jesus’ Passion and Death grows closer.

Chapters 9 to 11 describe Mary’s “supreme pain” - as She spends Her final days with Jesus before the Passion; as She feels both the physical and spiritual torment and abandonment which Jesus experiences before and during the Crucifixion; and as She almost dies of grief before He appears to Her early on Easter Sunday morning.

Chapters 12 and 13 describe some of Jesus’ appearances after the Resurrection; Jesus’ Ascension; Pentecost and the Holy Spirit; interactions between Mary and the apostles and disciples as the burgeoning Church begins to blossom; and Mary’s Assumption into Heaven.

Chapters 14 to 17 offer some wonderful teachings from Maria Valtorta’s other published writings - on the ever-present help which Mary obtains for us from God, in the role as Mother of Humanity, given to Her by Jesus dying on the Cross.
The selected passages have been chosen for the purpose of offering - to Christians and to non-Christians - a deeper understanding of the life and sufferings of Mary, Whose mission was, and still is, to help us find, follow and love Her Son Jesus.

[Here is a comment from Ed, my 82-year-old friend:]

“I have just finished going through the entire text... I must admit I am totally overwhelmed by this project, and I still can't believe you and I - two old “fogies” in two very different locations - have pulled this off, as, I am sure, we were intended to do so. If this doesn't grab the attention of our Catholic and Christian populations, nothing will... It is powerful and leaves me with the feeling we are doing something which is going to have a serious impact on life in the Church and for its people. I already feel much closer to Mary. She is really and truly our hope, and I pray we are up to it... I have a strong belief this is only the small beginning of something powerfully big. We shall see. It is up to Our Mother. I truly hope and pray she will help us sustain the kind of thinking and attitude we should have. What else can I say? I'm blown away.”

I am in the ever-growing group of Valtorta enthusiasts. I have been reading and re-reading The Poem now for around five years and have also added her Notebooks and other works to my collection. I cannot explain precisely the impact these writings have had on my spiritual life, only to witness that my relationship to God has deepened enormously and become less ritualistic. I read them on a continuous basis and am now re-reading Volume 5 as part of my Lenten preparation.
I am prompted to write, however, by something that disturbed me in your Bulletin # 48. You show understanding and empathy with fellow pilgrims who, once they discover the works of Maria Valtorta, lose interest in reading other spiritual books...
My concern is based on the danger of limiting one's spiritual reading to only one source, and this when, in the Catholic faith, we have recourse to a huge wealth of literature other than the Bible: I refer to the lives of the saints, the treasure of books by such as Thomas Aquinas, St Theresa and our late and beloved John Paul II, to mention but few...
Please do not misunderstand my concern: I am truly thankful for the great graces God has sent us through Maria Valtorta's writings, and I hope and pray that her works will one day soon be recognised and accepted. I simply feel that readers seeking to deepen their spiritual life would be best served by encouragement to balance their reading of her works by also selecting others from the vast treasury of spiritual books available from within the Catholic faith.

A Commentary on the Holy Spirit’s LESSONS ON THE EPISTLE OF ST. PAUL TO THE ROMANS
(by “Elizabeth”, NSW, 21st May 2008)
When Paul wrote his Epistle to the Romans, he explained his understanding of the Christian faith, and its practical implication for the lives of Christians. The “Epistle’ is a doctrinal presentation of the basic elements involved in justification and salvation (the establishment of the believer in righteousness), including a description of what to believe (true Christianity) and how to behave (true charity or love) - “…a life deeply and consciously Christian in everything” (page 124). It deserves to be considered as a serious contribution to a philosophy of life tenable to modern man, summarised as follows: 
·   Chapter 1 addresses the problem of idolatry and that the people were under God’s judgement;

·   Chapter 2 addresses those who think they are better than others, as  hypocrites. “…Appearances are not valued, only the truths of human actions” (page 124); 

·   Chapter 3 deals with the fact that we are all sinners. By grace we are saved through redemption in Christ, who died in our place, bearing both our sin and its penalty, so that we can go free; 
·   Chapter 4 says that belief in God and faith in Jesus leads to right relationship;
·   Chapter 5 states that through justification we have peace with God as well as hope. Jesus being the means of grace to all people. “…The river of grace that divides itself into four branches…adoration of the Eternal…love for one’s neighbour…pity for the prodigal…mercy for all the living and the former living” (page 99);

·   Chapter 6 addresses sin and people being under grace (the controlling characteristic) and not law, with the freedom to live righteously; 

·   Chapter 7 speaks of the law which helps people see what they should do  and directs us to Jesus and the Holy Spirit who enable us to do it. “…With a few words, he indicates to you the sure path in order to reach the House of the Father. To busy oneself with that which God wills and with that which is to be given to God” (page 159); 
·   Chapter 8 points to the power of the Holy Spirit being the characteristic of the Christian life, freedom to live life as he intended. “In Christ…through union, rather, the fusion with Christ, acting in every moment and in every action through Him, like Him and for Him” (page 222). The inevitability of suffering is also emphasised, in chapter 8;

·   Chapters 9 to11 are about reconciling the way of salvation with Israel (some Jews are still unbelievers). “Therefore the children of the flesh are not the children of God, but the children of the promise are accounted as descendants” (page 254);

·   Chapter 12 and subsequent chapters give a practical Christian model for day-to-day life. Loving and helping each other in active service. “The only obligation you have is to love one another, whoever does this has obeyed the law” (Rom. 13:8), “everything written in the scriptures was written to teach us, in order that we might have hope through the patience and encouragement which the scripture gives” (Rom. 15:4).

...The words on the pages of Maria Valtorta’s “Lessons” are transformed through the Holy Spirit into a living voice. They have brought me to a new realisation of the nature of God, afforded me new insights into the reality of the Risen Christ, given me a new understanding of what my actions ought to be and a new basis for directing them. In addition to my regular reception of the Sacraments, the reading of the Epistle has been a time of spiritual house cleaning, taking out the trash in myself and straightening things on the top of the inner desk – the question is not just whether I feel loving, it is more whether another feels loved by me? Sloppy sentimentalism is remote from Paul’s robust and austere conception of the Christian ideal, and remote from our beloved Jesus upon who he modelled that conception. “…Love explains everything, because it is a link to God and places God in you, Guest and Master” (p. 127). 

The great freedom truths in Chapters 5 to 8 present the way of holiness as follows:

Freedom from wrath (Rom. 5:) - the initial stage of sanctification (glory begun), a new past, Christ crucified for us, presents the new head of a new race, Christ mediating justification by faith.

Freedom from sin  (Rom. 6:) – progressive sanctification involving knowing (faith), reckoning (spiritual book-keeping) and yielding (surrender, consecration and commitment), new position, Christ crucified as us, new nature is created in truthful righteousness and holiness.

Freedom from Law (Rom. 7:) – deliverance from self, conflict between the mind and the flesh, not trying but trusting, living under law contrasted with Christ living within, the futility of approaching God on basis of works, living a holy life is based on grace, a grateful spirit is born as a result of deliverance and thankfulness.

Freedom from death and it’s circumstances (Rom. 8:) – ultimate sanctification in yielding to Christ, accepting the Holy Spirit, new power, Christ in us, ‘no condemnation for those in Christ Jesus’, mortification, aspiration, subduing of the flesh, witnessing, guarantee of inheritance, invincible purpose of God (foreknowledge, predestination, calling, justification, glorification).
Rom. 8: clarifies the security of the believer.

The two main keys to security and healing are:

· Understanding God’s forgiveness - (receiving, enjoying and extending it). Believers are forgiven, freed from God’s wrath, have peace with God, believe in faith through the Holy Spirit, and enjoy it (Chapters 1 to 5). No one can condemn the believer because it is God who justifies his people on the basis of the finished work of Christ (Rom. 8:1). This truth enables the believers’ boldness and equips them for God’s service.

· Christian Identity - created in the image of God and irrespective of the fall, we are loved unconditionally. Through redemption in Christ Jesus we are justified, sanctified and adopted as his children.

When God is sincerely worshipped in spirit and in truth, and the power of his presence is manifested in the hearts of his people, the refining fire of his spirit works as a purifier, making holy those whose hearts are fixed on him, by praise and worship. This theme is explained in Chapters 6 to 8. Can we regain the lost praise and worship that was part of the New Testament church? Can we regain the powerful presence of God that the New Testament church once knew, the power that enabled them to do the same miracles of healing that Jesus did? “Ye may with one mind and one mouth glorify God” (Rom. 15:6).
