THE COMING OF THE HOLY SPIRIT

Foreshadowed by Jesus

(It is Holy Thursday night, and Jesus is giving His last instructions to His beloved apostles in the room of the Last Supper, shortly before leaving for Gethsemane - and the beginning of His Passion
…):

« …When the Comforter comes, the Spirit of truth - Who proceeds from the Father - will bear witness of Me. And you also will witness for Me, because you have been with Me since the beginning…

I have not told you these things so extensively before this hour, because you were just like new-born babies. But the mother is now leaving you. I am going away. And you must become accustomed to other food. I want you to know this.

Not one of you has asked Me again: "Where are You going?". Sadness is making you dumb. And yet My going away is also a good thing for you. Otherwise the Comforter will not come.

I will send Him to you. And when He has come - through the wisdom, words, deeds and heroism that He will infuse into You - He will convince the world of its deicide sin, and of justice with regard to My holiness. A clear cut will divide the world into reprobates (enemies of God), and believers. The latter will be more or less holy, according to their will. But judgement will be passed on the prince of the world and his servants.

I cannot tell you more, because you are not yet able to understand. But He, the Paraclete, will give you the whole Truth. He will not speak as from Himself, but He will tell you everything He heard from the Mind of God, and will announce the future to you. He will take what comes from Me, that is, what is still of the Father, and will tell you… »

(Shortly before His Ascension into Heaven, Jesus says to His apostles:)


« Do you remember My words of the Last Supper? I promised you the Holy Spirit. Well, He is about to come to baptise you. Not with water - as John did with you
, preparing you for Me - but with fire, to prepare you to serve the Lord, as He wants you to do.

So he will be here, within a few days
. And after His coming, your capabilities will increase immeasurably. You will be able to understand the words of your King, and do the deeds that He told you to do, to spread His Kingdom all over the Earth… »  (Vol. 5, p. 871).

Preparation, and Transformation
 (Azariah, Maria’s Guardian Angel,  says to Maria - whom Jesus calls His “little John”:)
"[Pentecost was] preceded by a preparation of obedience and prayer
, to make the poor apostles into the great Apostles, and 'to baptize them with fire' - as Jesus had predicted to them
. They would be cleansed of their dullness, so that becoming more spirit than flesh, they would be able to plunge into the Fire and spread it everywhere, setting the whole world aflame with it.

"The Spirit well knew what He was accomplishing at that moment. He was carrying out the transformation of hearts. And He was changing them from hearts of men, into 'voices' of God.

"That's it. The Spirit carries out these operations. He takes the nothingness that is able to love, is obedient, is faithful, and speaks to God in confident prayer - and with Himself He invests it, transforms it, and makes it an instrument of God.

"'You will carry out a new creation
,' it is said. Yes, He performs the re-creation of man as an instrument, so that the instrument's good will, when joined to Love, will super-create the holy…

"The apostles deserved the Pentecostal Chrism, because of their obedience and prayer in preparation for the event. To deserve Love, every soul must, with its own will, want Love, and must maintain itself worthy of Love, by obedience and tireless prayer.

"If it did not do so, the descent of the Holy Spirit upon it would be in vain. For in descending, He could not make his dwelling there, and would swiftly ascend again to Heaven, leaving aridity, cold, darkness, and silence - where there might have been fruitfulness, warmth, light, and divine lessons.

"But if this is for all the faithful, for the instruments it is even more so. The Apostles were changed from men into voices of God: through the work of the Paraclete; and through their own preparation in obedience and prayer. Every call is a test, although not yet a sure and immutable election. And those called to a special mission are transformed into 'voices': by the work of the Holy Spirit, and by their own preparation in obedience and prayer. Don't ever give another name different from these two, [which enable] the 'nothings' to become an instrument. It is their obedience, their speaking with God, and their obeying the commands of God - which makes them what they are…

"Soul of mine…what your mind does not comprehend - because it is not nourished with theological notions - works spiritual transformations in you. For the soul - without the knowledge of your intellect, which being ignorant of theological notions cannot follow it - the soul absorbs the juice of the lessons you receive, and is nourished by them. Let your brain, as you say, hear nothing but the external and incomprehensible sound of so many profound lessons. But there is a part of you, the best part, which is nourished by them all the same, truthfully. And this has more value than if you, with your intellect, were able to analyze and grasp every word. Because that analysis remains a cold study of the mind, and is not the bread and the fire of the spirit.

"Many are the learned, but few join justice to learning. And why? Because they know what God is, but do not want to take this knowledge from the brain to the heart, to the spirit. They are learned, but they are not just, and they do not evolve from human into spiritual creatures. They are great in pride, but they are not great in obedience. They are bold in judging, but faint‑hearted in loving. Many words flow from their lips. But they descend instead of rising, because they are words, not arrows of love shot towards Heaven.

"I want to give you a comparison for what true prayer is! Think of a woman bearing her son in her womb. The heart of the child about to be born is not wholly united to the mother's: distant, separated by organs and membranes, it would be termed independent. And yet to every beat of the mother's heart there corresponds a beat of the son's, because the blood flowing through its veins is one and the same. You see, that's what it's like with prayer when it is truly 'prayer.' It is a conforming of the creature's throbs of love to the throbs of love of his God, almost as if one and the same blood of love were to impress motion upon two different hearts, synchronizing them in their movements.

"But when the child is born, he takes on an independent beat, for he is now separated from the mother, outside her. Accordingly, if the believer separates himself and goes out of God, his motions are no longer synchronous with those of God.

"The child comes out by a natural, good law. The believer goes out by a voluntary choice that is not good. Never go out of the loving breast of Love.

"Now let us go back to the consideration of this Manifestation of the Spirit Paraclete…

"Consider Pentecost in its preparation, form, and effects. The preparation may be divided into three periods. The remote, the near, and the immediate ones.

"The remote preparation for Pentecost is that which had been in the Thought of God since He decreed the coming of the Word to Earth to redeem and give the holy, perfect Religion which takes its name from Christ. A very remote preparation, but ever present and more and more active as the times flowed on, approaching the limit of the time of punishment and, therefore, the limit of the time of forgiveness. Since Love is in all God's actions, it is not an error to say that the preparation had its beginning at the beginning of time.

"The near preparation is that of the time going from the Annunciation to the Immolation.

"The immediate preparation is that going from the Resurrection to Pentecost. For this reason, little John, Our Lord Jesus transports you immediately to the pre‑Pentecostal time as soon as Easter day is over. He treats you as one of his best loved disciples, soul of mine.

"To them (the apostles), when He had risen from death, He still gave teaching. And He gave it, I would almost say, in loving seclusion: He and they, they and the Lord, with no more preaching to the throngs and striking miracles, so as not to have the distraction of crowds surrounding his last teaching. And so He led them up to the moment of his Ascension, leaving them with the command to remain recollected in prayer while awaiting the Paraclete, and under the direction of Mary Most Holy.

"He does so with you as well. And He takes you to the breeze of Pentecost when the last peal of the Easter bells is fading out. Fifty days are not excessive to prepare to receive the Spirit, the Fire that consumes only what is useless. But to be received, It is a sanctifier and agent, and It needs a spirit prepared like a cenacle: silent, isolated, perfumed with obedience and prayer.

"Then the Pentecost opens its seven rivers, gives light and spiritual virility, nourishes the soul with its gifts, and makes it fit to receive the seven-fold fruits. For these fruits, the Spirit deposits the seed, that the soul's good will brings to maturity…"  (Azariah pp. 128-31)

"Have you ever meditated, 0 soul of mine, on the symbol of that tongue of fire which ‑ you have seen it ‑ rested upon each of the Apostles' heads, while it crowned the All‑Holy Woman with a wreath?… You are generally told that it was in the form of a flame, to be perceptible to the Apostles, and to signify love and light. Yes, that, too ‑ but not that alone…

"The Paraclete… like the Incarnate Word - broke and gave Himself, in a Communion, and in an outpouring and donation of his gifts of Wisdom, Intelligence, Counsel, Science, Fortitude, Piety, and Fear of God. It was just as Jesus had given Himself in Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity. This was notwithstanding… that the Blood of the Lamb had cleansed their souls, but had not destroyed their humanity, which had to struggle on its own, and evolve towards perfect spirituality. And it remained, heavy and dull, even after the Resurrection…

 "After the Father… had already created man for life, and the Son had created man for Grace, the Ineffable Love wanted to complete and perfect these two creations, and create the new apostolic man. This was to burn up the heaviest, the most poisonous dross remaining… in the head: where the five senses are joined together at the service of material sensuality; where the organ is enclosed, which presides over sensations and transmits them to the most remote organs; and where the agent of thought is…

"In the twelve, destined to evangelize the world, there were to be no more ruins. And behold! The Spirit - in his Pentecostal Communion - burnt and purified the seat of sense and thought: the heads of the apostolic men, while He crowned, with love, the head of the Virgin, his Spouse… Mother of Grace, Mary, Queen of the Apostles, and Queen of the Church on Earth…”

PART TWO  -  EVANGELIZERS OF 

THE LAST TIMES
Seeing Jesus in our Neighbour
(Jesus says:)
"To be able to love one's neighbor entirely, see Me in each one…

"Love Me in their souls. The soul comes from God and thus from Me, too. The soul, at least for a moment, was a temple of the Spirit of God and thus conserves a trace of Me
…

"You are also able to believe I am under the appearances of a little wheat reduced to a thin host, with all of my Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity! And so in the same way believe I am concealed under the imperfect matter of many.

"In some I am as if in a tomb.... They contain Me dead, waiting to rise again with a movement of love and repentance on their part.

"In others I am hidden, just like the Most Holy Sacrament, which is in their churches, but is not visible, hidden as it is behind the veil, gold, and stone of the tabernacle, within the metal of the ciborium, which is, in turn, hidden. But I am there, ready to appear and give Myself, if only the creatures - the faithful and priests together - begin the Communion Rite with their Jesus, loving Him by removing all the material obstacles which conceal Me and separate Me from them, and which keep Me from fusing with them and living in them, in place of them, so that their way of life will be holy.

"Others have Me like a sun in an unstable season. Their clouds - of inconstancy - make Me shine in them at times, but sometimes make it seem that the sun is no longer there… These are the 'sentimentalists' of religion, who, after a homily, a religious ceremony, a retreat, or a reading, would like to emulate Paul in evangelizing the Gentiles, John the virgin in chastity, Lawrence in martyrdom, and Jerome in penance. But, once the emotion has passed, they fall back into 'enjoying life… and then lie drained, unable to fight against Satan, who waits for that exhaustion to attack and wear them out…

"But see Me in everyone, to be able to approach even the demon-men, the leper-men, and the delinquent-men. I will reward you for it by coming to you to console Myself for their repugnant way of life, more repellent than a tomb full of rottenness, sadder than an abandoned church, and more frightening than a cave of thieves.

"Wherever I am as if in a tomb, call Me to resurrection with your seraphic love.

"Wherever I am hidden in a ciborium. which is forgotten, remind the forgetful to honor the hidden Guest and do so with your intrepid love.

"And wherever as the Divine Sun I cannot beam forth because the mists of humanity are often such as to conceal Me, disperse these hostile mists with your love filled with fortitude.

"Love, Maria! Love. You have so much of it: all that I have given you and you have not squandered, but, rather, to which you have added your own, already abundant, like the shoot entwined around the stump of the vine. Give it to your neighbor. The more you give, the more you will have. But let your love be strong, free from weakness, even tough, like shears cutting the tendrils of empty forms of sentimentality, purifying like a fire. The flame turns matter into light. The flame, on rising, elevates what is low to the heights. The flame gives a voice and warmth - even to things lacking a voice and warmth. 

"Among men, many are truly muter than stones and colder than metal exposed to the night frosts. Love them so that they will love. Love them because they do not love Me. May I find in you alone the love which ought to be in those who do not love, or love poorly and occasionally. Be an abyss of fire and a sea of love into which the creatures who cause Me pain sink, so that I will see them no longer, but see you and, through you, them, but rendered bearable because they are wrapped in your fire, covered by the waves of your love.

"Things cast into fire get purified, and things cast into the sea are washed and salted. With your love for your neighbor - considering that I am in him (everything is in Christ) - purify them, wash them, and salt them, so that they will no longer be dirty and useless as tasteless things."

Two Guardian Angels
(Azariah describes the Guardian Angel’s role:)
“…He acts as a teacher guiding along the straight path, without pause, through inspirations, lights, and attraction towards God...

"We are, then, always alongside those we protect, whether they are saints or sinners. From the infusion of the soul into the flesh, to the separation of the soul from the flesh, we are close to the human creature whom the Most High Lord has entrusted to us. And this thought - that every man has an angel at his side​ - ought to help you to love your neighbors
, endure them, and receive them with love and respect...

"Over every one of your actions towards your neighbors, in addition to the all-present Eye of God, there preside and observe two angelic spirits, who rejoice or suffer over what you do. If you considered this, how much better you would always be to your neighbor!…

Two angels are witnesses to all the works of mercy: yours, and the angel of the one who receives or refuses your mercy.

"Does someone come to see, or bother, you? Always consider that you are not receiving him alone, but his angel along with him. And so always show charity. For even a scoundrel has his angel, and the angel does not become a delinquent even if the one he protects is. Receive anyone with love, therefore, even if it is prudently reserved or a defensive love, even if it is a severe love to bring your neighbor, when he visits you, to grasp that his conduct is reprehensible and causes you pain and must be changed - not so much to please you, as to please God. Welcome people with love. 

"Do you have to live with someone you don't like? First of all, don't judge. You are unable to judge. Man only very rarely judges with justice. But even when judging with justice - on the basis of positive elements examined without preconceptions and human acrimony - do not be at fault in charity. For in addition to your neighbor, you would be committing a fault towards his guardian angel. If you were able to think this way, how much easier it would be for you to overcome dislike and resentment, and to love, performing the works which will lead Jesus, the Lord and Judge, to say to you, 'Come and sit at my right, blessed one...'

"I want you… in the same way as you believe in the presence of the angel of the child in the womb, to believe in my words and act towards all who come to you or with whom you have contacts of any kind as I told you to. Think of their guardian angels, so to overcome weariness and anger, loving every creature with justice - so as to do something pleasing to God, and to serve and honor the guardian angel.

"Soul of mine… it will sometimes be painful to have to show severity, so that God's glory and desires will not be trampled upon by man. It will perhaps provoke gestures of discourtesy and coldness. Don't worry. Help your neighbor's angel, and you will find him, too, in Heaven."

To Speak, and to be Silent

(Jesus says: )

“Imitate Me in keeping silent and speaking, as I did in the decisive hours of my human life. I remained silent or told the truth, depending on whether the one examining Me was deserving, or whether it was right to speak or right to keep silence to serve and glorify the Lord
… One is not silent, even if speaking leads to greater martyrdom and death, when one must defend the truth and glorify God.


“And once you have spoken to defend the truth, prevent abuse, and glorify the Lord, endure and be silent; endure and speak only to beg for forgiveness for the blameworthy, convert those who have sinned, and entrust our creature to those worthy of protecting it. Our creature, Maria…


“Be silent or speak, fulfilling your passion, going forward, with the cross men have imposed on you. It is the heaviest to carry, and it is weighing down upon you, though you are already so burdened by crosses given to you, and also by the cross God gave you. But, in its severity, it is always joined to peace. Because all that comes from God is always peace, even if it is a painful peace. Be silent or speak, while you ascend with your last cross, depending on whom you meet as you go. Speak or be silent. And speak with words of goodness or firm words, depending on whom you meet…”

The New Evangelizers
(Maria Valtorta writes:)
…The more the soul grows in grace and rises on the way of perfection, the more the brightness of its light increases, as happens with anyone rising from a valley towards the summit of a mountain…

This capacity transforms man, a rational creature, into a divinized creature who thinks, speaks, and acts in a manner as similar as possible to that of his Eternal Master in mortal time. It is the manner He commanded his faithful to adopt. "The disciple, to be perfect, must be like his Master" (Luke 6:4 0)…

The Word of the Father will not come for a second Evangelization. He will not come personally. And yet He will evangelize. He will raise up new evangelizers who will evangelize in his Name. They will evangelize in a new way in keeping with the times, a new way which will not substantially change the eternal Gospel or the great Revelation, but will broaden, complete, and make them understandable and acceptable   

In reality, there already are new evangelizers, even if the world partly is unaware of them and partly attacks them. But they will be more and more numerous. And the world - after having overlooked or mocked or opposed them, when terror takes hold of the foolish who now deride them - will turn to them, so that they will be strength, hope, and light in the darkness, horror, and tempest of ongoing persecution by the antichrists. For, if it is true that before the end of time more and more false prophets, servants of the Antichrist, will arise, it is equally true that Christ the Lord will set more and more of his servants against them, raising up new apostles in places where they are least expected.

Infinite Mercy - taking pity on distressed men overwhelmed by the storm of blood, fire, persecution, and death - will have Mary, the pure Star of the Sea, shine upon the sea of blood and horror. And since She will be the forerunner of Christ in his final coming, these new evangelizers will bear the Gospel of Mary, who was truly left in the shadow by all the Evangelists and Apostles, and Disciples, whereas vaster knowledge of Her would have instructed many, preventing many falls. For She is the Co-Redemptrix and Teacher. The Teacher of pure, humble, faithful, prudent, and devout life - in her home and among the people of her time. She is always a Teacher, down through the centuries, worthy to be all the better known - the more the world sinks towards the mire and darkness - so as to be all the more imitated, in order to lead the world back from darkness and mire.

The times ahead will be times of war - not only materially, but, above all, between materiality and spirit. The Antichrist will seek to drag rational creatures into the swamp of a beastly life. Christ will seek to prevent this repudiation - not only of religion, but also of reason - by opening up new horizons and ways illuminated by spiritual lights. These will prompt a powerful awakening of the spirit in whoever does not openly reject it, an awakening assisted by these new evangelizers, bearing not only Christ, but the Mother of God. They will uplift the standard of Mary. They will lead people to Mary, who was already, once before, the cause and source - indirect, but still powerful - of man's redemption, and will continue to be such. For She is the holy Adversary of the wicked Enemy, and her heel is destined to crush the infernal dragon
 perpetually, as Wisdom - which has found its seat in Her - is destined to defeat the heresies corrupting souls and intellects.

That time must inevitably come. The darkness will fight with the light, bestiality with the spirit, the Satanic with the surviving children of God, Babylon with the Heavenly Jerusalem, and the lusts of Babylon - the threefold lusts - will overflow like stinking, uncontainable waters, seeping in everywhere, even into the House of God. This has already occurred, and is to happen again, as has been said, in that time of open separation between the children of God and Satan. This is when the children of God will reach a spiritual power never before attained, and those of Satan, an evil power so vast that no mind can imagine what it will really be like. The new evangelization will come, the full new evangelization, which for the time being is going through its initial awakening, exposed to opposition.

It will work great miracles of conversion and perfection. And there will be great efforts by Satanic hatred for Christ and the Woman...

For this reason, with new means, in the right way and at the right time, the final evangelization will be carried out. And those who yearn for Light and Life will have them - full, perfect, and provided through a means known only to the two Givers, by Jesus and Mary…
