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NON-CHRISTIANS AND SEPARATED CHRISTIANS


[In this year dedicated to St. Paul (which began on 29th June 2008), it is fitting to consider the people for whom Paul spent most of his evangelizing life – the Pagans and Gentiles of his times, or those whom we would now prefer to describe as non-Christians. As many of these people were descendants of Abraham – as were the Jews – so in these times many Catholics might see Christians of Protestant persuasions, or “separated Christians”, in similar regard.


In the new Lessons on the Epistle of St. Paul to the Romans, the Holy Spirit, through Maria Valtorta, offers the following insights and teachings concerning our attitudes to all souls searching for God – including non-Christians and our separated Christian brothers and sisters - as Scripture tells us we have all been created in God’s image and likeness
.)

1. NON-CHRISTIANS


(The eternal Spirit says to Maria Valtorta:)

« ...Here is the promise. Here is the reply to whoever believes that only a Catholic can save himself. And here is the explanation of my words, "or for spiritual knowledge".

God has every power. God has every mercy. And His joy is to communicate Himself to the spirits who yearn for the unknown God
, whom they feel exists without knowing how, who, where He is, nor how to go to Him. [These are] many... if one calculates the billions of men who from Adam onwards... who are "saved" for faith in the true God, for that faith found mysteriously alive in the midst of their spirit, and which God has made stronger and more limpid as a reward for their justice - offered to the unknown God whom they sought to know.

Many. Many. Yes. Because God justifies the uncircum​cised by means of faith, and the circumcised by means of faith. And truly, many times, the uncircumcised - out of the mysterious faith that inspires them (a divine gift to these with good will), without knowing the works prescribed by the Law - work better than those who know them, by show​ing thus that faith is even more valuable than the Law, in saving man. Because where there is faith in an unknown God who loves and rewards for the good done in His hon​our, there is hope and there is love. And where there is love, there is salvation. Because truly, at the end of time, those who were not baptized with water will be baptized with Fire, that is, with the Love given as a reward for their love.»

(Lessons on the Epistle of St. Paul to the Romans, p. 80)
(In a separate dictation, the Eternal Spirit says:)
« ...Love is truly the gift of gifts, the means to maintain the gift of Grace, the development of virtues and the attain​ment of the ultimate goal. For this reason, it is given by the Holy Spirit, Spirit of the divine Spirit, essence of the most perfect and reciprocal love of the Father and of the Son, proceeding from their kiss, from their mutual affinity and from their jubilant contemplation.

The will of man can make this gift of the Spirit of Love very active, sufficient in itself to obtaining the end for which men had been created: the predestination to Grace and to Glory. Because, in truth, all those who are moved by love become "children of God"
, since their every action inspires love, that is, to the good towards He whose presence they feel - even if they do not exactly know Him - and towards their fellow creatures. Therefore, they live according to the natural-moral law placed and preserved by God the Creator in the heart of man.

It is of these people that St. Paul writes, "When the Gentiles, who do not have the law, do that which the law im​poses - and by not having a law, are a law unto themselves and they show that the fear of the law is written in their hearts and bears witness to their conscience...  - they will be justified on the day in which God, through Jesus Christ, will judge the secret actions of men."

As a matter of fact, whoever acts with a good conscience by following the dictates of the moral law, shows that he has a Christian soul by nature, open to Good and to the Truth. And Jesus, who died so that men could have eternal Life - men of good will - will be their justification. Be​cause all those, who though not knowing of God as He is known by Catholics, firmly believe that He is a just and provident God. [This is] He who remunerates each and every​one according to individual merits - belong to the soul of the Church: out of the love which they feel for Him; out of the love and justice which they have for their neighbour and for themselves; out of the desire of God; and out of the perfect contrition of the sins which could have been com​mitted.

As having previously stated that sorrow is the eighth sacrament and the ninth beatitude
, so I say that love, truly lived and practiced, and the sincere repentance of sins which could have been unintentionally committed, are the baptism of desire, worthy of implicit participation in the Mystical Body, and therefore, participation in Grace. Only God, and the men in whom God operates, are familiar with the divine actions that lead human beings to the salvation and celestial knowledge of the Truth, for which they have been created.

Love is the holy activity which moves all the forces of man, by directing them to their ultimate end. Love is wis​dom. And wisdom is freedom from things which are tran​sitory and limited, and freedom from that which confines and keeps you attached to the Earth. It opens infinities of space for the spirit, so that it can fly and hurl itself towards the eternal Truth, who lowers Himself to he who loves Him. And [the eternal Truth] already concedes Himself by making Himself be savoured and loved - as far as a mortal creature still can - by tearing man away from the fogs of his sad exile, in order to elevate him to Himself and reveal Himself - in part - in order to be loved always more, without pulling him away though and making him indifferent to the needs of his brothers. Rather, a man lost in God, adores God, and draws graces and benefits from Him not only for himself, but also for his brothers upon whom he spreads holy and continuous deeds of charity... »

2.  SEPARATED CHRISTIANS


(The eternal Spirit speaks to Maria Valtorta of the Church which Christ founded, and of those who live in faith - and in union with or disconnected from Him...)

« Good, provident, just, is God Holy-Spirit Sanctifier, soul of the Church that He vivifies with His Grace and with His Gifts, that guides, teaches and saturates with love. [This is] so that It can discern and decree with justice and wisdom that which is relevant to faith and customs, and so It may carry out with love and justice both spiritual goods and chastisements. [This love and justice] is disengaged from every personal attachment to judgements, or calculations, or interests, or preconceptions, or from any other human impulse. So that It may guide, support and teach her children by continuing the teachings of her Bridegroom, Head and Lord... God can will anything good for His children, and it is not lawful for anyone to judge the acts of God and to condemn them by obstructing them.

The Church exists because God the Word founded it through the will of God the Father and with the help of God the Holy Spirit. And the Trine Unity has made it very bountiful, thus broadening in size and depth the Kingdom of God in hearts and on Earth, so that Humanity can - in greatest numbers possible - arrive at the Kingdom of God in Heaven.

And together with faith is hope, which nourishes itself of faith, just as they are both kept alive by charity. It is the hope that is born and built on the certainty that God does not lie, nor does He give anything less than His promises. Therefore He gives to man all the assistance so that he can attain beatific resurrection and eternal life: for hav​ing known and believed in the Son of God; and for having put into practice His Word that saves from spiritual death. Because faith and union with Christ, living in Christ, is "life". And he who lives in Christ and of Christ will not die... even if he is a dead branch - made dead for having been separated from the trunk of Jesus the Vine, either because of sin or for having belonged to separate churches - and later, through the grace of God and through human good will, he arrives at the first resurrection: that of grafting his branch to the one Roman Catholic Apostolic Church, and he changes his spiritual death into life... »

(Lessons on the Epistle of St. Paul to the Romans, pp. 180-1)
(In a later dictation, the eternal Spirit says:)

« Those who want to be true Christians must have the same sentiments of Paul for their separated brothers, prodigal children of different kinds... - Christians because they believe in Christ but who are not members of the mystical Body because they are not united to the branch of the mystical Vine, that is, of the Roman Church. Those are dead members of this Roman Church, having received Baptism and other sacraments from the true Church but who later - either out of an ill will which made them fall into mortal sins and into sinful ways of life, or because of having fallen into different kinds of heresies - have incurred ecclesiastical sanctions...

To sacrifice oneself for these people, so that they can return to the Life and have eternal Salvation, is to have perfect love for one's neighbour. And the rule is this: to love not only those who are similar to you in religion and jus​tice, and those who love you, but also and above all, those who are dissimilar to you and are your enemies... [This] is evidence of a perfect making in Christ, who even forgave His crucifiers and scorners, and it is a priceless piece for your treasure in Heaven. »

3. SOULS SEARCHING FOR GOD


(Shortly before Jesus’ Ascension into Heaven, Jesus appears to His apostles and about five hundred believers on Mount Tabor – and speaks of a time to come when people may no longer love God. He says:)

« If the sky should be depopulated of its stars and planets, it would not be for peoples as bad a misfortune as if they remained without religion. God would provide with provident power for the needs of men, because God can do everything for those who - in a wise way, or in the way that their ignorance knows - seek and love the Divinity in a right spirit...

Some religions have come through partial revelation to a wise person, some derive from the instinctive need of man to create a faith for himself to nourish his soul to love a god. This need is the strongest incentive of man, the permanent state of research for Him Who is, and for Him Who is wanted by the spirit. [This is] even if the proud intellect refuses to pay homage to any god, and even if man, unaware of the soul, is unable to give a name to such need that stirs within him...

And [there are] those that for any reason should separate from the Mother Church, and would be members cut off, no longer nourished with the mystic blood that is Grace coming from Me, the divine Head of the Church. Like prodigal sons, separated through their own will from the paternal house... [if] they returned to the paternal house, saying with contrite hearts: "We have sinned. Father, forgive us and open the doors of your abode to us", then... whether it is only one person or an assembly that comes back, open the doors to them.

Be fatherly. Consider that all of you, for one hour or for many, perhaps for years, were, individually, prodigal sons enveloped in concupiscence. Do not be hard on those who repent. Remember! Remember! Many of you ran away twenty two days ago. And was your running away perhaps not an abjuration of your love for Me? Therefore, as I received you as soon as you, repentant, came to Me, do the same yourselves. Do everything I did. That is My command. You lived with Me for three years. You know My deeds and My thoughts. When, in future, you will find yourselves in front of a case to be decided, look back to the time when you were with Me and behave as I behaved. You will never go wrong. I am the living perfect example of what you have to do… »

(Jesus says to Maria Valtorta:)


"Whoever loves and forgives much will be forgiven much. Much?, even all, if your forgiveness is absolute.

"Don't you think you need God's forgiveness? Yes. In truth I tell you that you all need to be forgiven seventy times seven, and that your God stands with forgiveness for you in his divine hands, waiting for you to deserve it by your mercy. For God wants your goodness.


"I tell you that I am the Father's Voice, and I speak in his name. I tell you that I am the one to whom all judgment is submitted by the Father.


"It is stated, 'There is more rejoicing in heaven over one sinner who is converted - than over ten just persons who remain in the Lord'. But I tell you: that there will be threefold, tenfold rejoicing in heaven over one of my children who is able to forgive as I was able; and that such forgiveness brings God's blessing upon the earth. And only I know how much blessing you need, to avert the impending punishments."

21ST SEPTEMBER: 25th Sunday of Ordinary Time - Year A
 Mt. 20:1-16 – The labourers in the vineyard

(The Poem, Vol. 3, pp. 287-8;  Vol. 4, p. 769)
(To a despondent Maria Valtorta, the apostle John says:)


"I will be the comfort, little sister.


72 Though not expressed literally, this notion is often found in the Bible, especially in Revelation.

"Yesterday morning you complained a bit to our Good Jesus. 
It seemed to you that He was placing you after… the victim saved at once, while you - who have been on the altar for years and were the first to pronounce the prayer given by the Master -7 never see your sacrifice being consummated.


"You are my sister, Maria. I was the first disciple of Jesus. I was the one who was more like Him than all the others. I made his words, his affections, and his desires my own. I had the same longing as He did: to die, in order to redeem. And I saw the others go to God before me. Even Paul, the apostle who was a latecomer, preceded me. And Stephen was the first to fall… But I remained.


"I experienced the pain of separation from the Master, the longing of expectation, persecutions, martyrdom, and exile. But I did not receive the swift consummation of the sacrifice. I, who was hungry for my Jesus, had to watch the years go by until the most advanced old age, before being able to reach Him.


"And what of it? Was my martyrdom of love and desire less of a martyrdom than that of the others? Or less fruitful? No, little sister. There are some who are received immediately, and others who 'must remain as long as He wants them to remain, '75for their task is to be God's voice for their brothers and sisters'.


"Sister in Christ's love, believe that your wait is Jesus' choosing. He leaves you because you are his little John,76 and you must preach love to your brothers and sisters with the words the Master gives you. It is the sweetest mission.

(Jesus says to Maria Valtorta:)


"Now I will explain to you the twofold parable.


"The guests are those whom I call, with a special vocation: a freely-given grace which I grant as an invitation to intimacy, in my palace, with Myself, and as an election to my Court.


"The poor, the blind, the maimed, and the deformed are those who have not received special calls and aids. By their own means alone, they have been unable to conserve and reach spiritual wealth and health… They are the poor sinners, the weak souls, poor and deformed, who do not dare to present themselves at the door, but roam about the vicinity of the palace, waiting for an act of mercy to refresh them.


"The passers-by… who do not care about what is happening in the Lord's dwelling, are those who live in the more or less revealed religions - or in their own personal one - which has a name: money, business, and wealth. They believe they have no need to know Me.


"Now it often occurs that those guests called by Me neglect my appeal, lose interest in it, and prefer to deal with human matters - instead of devoting themselves to supernatural ones. Then I have the poor, the blind, the lame, and the deformed brought in; I dress them in the wedding robe, have them take a seat at my table, declare them to be my guests, and treat them as friends. And I also call those passers-by who are outside my Church; I attract them insistently and courteously; and I even force them with sweet violence.


"In my Kingdom there is a place for all, and my joy is to have many of you enter. But woe to those who, chosen by Me through a vocation, neglect Me, preferring to devote themselves to other matters. And woe to those who, kindly received (though not deserving to be), and robed by my generosity in the grace which covers over and annuls their ugliness, take off the wedding garment, failing to show respect for Me and for my dwelling, where nothing unworthy must circulate. They will be expelled from the Kingdom because they have trampled upon God's gift.

"Among sinners and converts, I sometimes see souls that are so beautiful and so grateful that I choose them to be my spouses, in place of others, previously called, who have rejected Me.


"You, Maria, were a poor thing, a beggar, hungry, agitated, and unclothed. After having tried to satisfy your hunger by yourself - to calm your anxiety, to cover your wretchedness, but without success - you approached my Dwelling. You understood that only in my Dwelling are peace and true refreshment to be found. And I received you, positioning you in the place of another who, called by Me, rejected grace. On seeing you grateful and willing, I chose you as my bride. The bride does not remain in the banquet hall. She penetrates into the spouse's room, and comes to know his secrets. But woe to you if good will and gratitude were to slumber. You must go on working: to please Me more and more…; to thank Me for having called you; and to work for the other, who rejected the mystical wedding, so that she will be converted and come back to Me. One day you will know who it is…"

19TH OCTOBER: 29th Sunday of Ordinary Time - Year A
Mt. 22:15-21 – The coin’s inscription: “Give to Caesar...”

(The Poem, Vol. 5, pp. 430-1)


(Maria Valtorta is being criticized for some of her writings. Azariah (Maria’s Guardian Angel) has words of consolation for her - and words of justice for her persecutors:)


"Our Most Holy Lord… has come to console and reaffirm you,
 poor soul that is being shaken mercilessly, in order to bend you to saying what is not true…


"I remind you of the Master's words: 'Give to Caesar what is Caesar's, and to God what is God's.' A tax was referred to there; a work is referred to here. But in both cases, what belongs to God should always be given to God. Even if, by insisting on wanting the supernatural origin of the work recognized, you succeeded in having no one be further concerned with it ‑ I am speaking of priests ‑ let them act.


"They will have to answer to God for three things: not having recognized the Word; having scandalized many souls; and having sinned against charity - towards you, and also towards those hungry for the Word, for whom Jesus Most Holy - having mercy on them - dictated the Work.


"In wanting to do what God wills, you have acted on your own, even though you are prevented from acting. In the eyes of God, you have complied, as both a spokeswoman and in carrying out God's orders. And that must suffice for you. God will attend to the rest, and the others. Oh, what words in the Gospel can be applied to this case!


"The little ones, who serve the Lord with simplicity and love, are always blessed. And woe, always, to those who - by their way of acting, opposed to the goodness of the Lord - heap up the rigors of Justice upon their heads!... "

26TH OCTOBER: 30th Sunday of Ordinary Time - Year A
Mt. 22:34-40 – The two greatest loves

(The Poem, Vol. 5, pp. 437-8;  Vol. 1, pp. 712-7)

(In her Autobiography, Maria Valtorta writes:)


…When I read the scribe’s dialogue with the Master… I feel a boundless thrust descending into me. Yes, I have loved God with all my strength, with even more than my strength, for I have loved Him to the point of dying. I have loved my neighbour more than myself, for I pray and suffer for him, abandoning - to the goodness of God - concern about my eternal future, without accumulating selfish treasures for myself. I thus hear the divine, dear Voice saying to me, “You are not far from the Kingdom of God”…


Come, come, divine Beauty to which I cling, so as to suffer better and better. May the veils be removed which still conceal your Perfection from me, O sweet Love. And after the cross, let the joy come, of being with You…

16TH NOVEMBER: 33rd Sunday of Ordinary Time - Year A
Mt. 25:14-30 – The servants and the talents

(The Poem, Vol. 3, pp. 37-8)

(Jesus has a message for inactive souls about His Justice - a message which He later softens by His Love...)


"…You have wanted not to believe, and have wanted to enjoy. You have enjoyed. You have already received, then, your joy of flesh without a soul. The Kingdom of eternity is forever closed to you.'


"How often I would have to thunder these words if I were Justice alone! But Love (with a capital “L”) is greater than my Justice. The former is perfect, and so is the latter. But Love is my nature, and takes precedence over my other perfections. This is why I introduce the element of ‘time’ with the sinner, working in such a way that the blameworthy one does not perish altogether.


"I give you time. This is at once love and justice. What would you say if I struck you at the first mistake? You would say, 'Why, Lord! If You had given me time to reflect, I would have repented!' I leave you time. You are at fault one, two, ten, seventy times, and I could strike you. But I give you time. So that you cannot say to Me, 'You did not show kindness' "…
(Notebooks 1944, p. 409)


(It is the night before the Last Supper, and Jesus is about to go away from His apostles and pray. Just before He leaves, He says to Matthew:)


« My good reporter, you will repeat to them the parable of the ten wise virgins and the ten foolish ones, and that of the master who gives some talents to his three servants to make them bear interest... Do you remember? »


« Yes, my Lord, very well. »


« Repeat them then, because not everybody knows them. And also those who know them will be pleased to hear them again. You can while away the time, in wise conversation, until I come back.


Stay awake! Be vigilant! Keep your spirits awake… Goodbye. Peace be with you. »


He takes John by the hand and goes away with him towards the town… The others set out towards the Fields of the Galileans.  (The Poem, Vol. 5, p. 469)


(In the Book of Revelation, Chapter 4, verses 6 and 7, John writes of four creatures - understood now to be the four evangelists:)


“…And around the throne, on each side of the throne, are four living creatures, full of eyes in front and behind: the first living creature like a lion, the second living creature like an ox, the third living creature with the face of a man, and the fourth living creature like a flying eagle.”


(Maria Valtorta speaks of Matthew, “the man”…)


...Matthew, the man, was still a man - even after the conversion which made him, a sinful man, into a man of God. He had been a man raised back up to the degree of a rational creature, destined for eternal life in Heaven. But he was still a man - without Luke's culture, without John's supernatural knowledge, and without Mark's lion-like strength.


On the mystical ladder of the evangelists, Matthew may be placed on the first rung, Mark a quarter of the way up, Luke halfway up, and John at the top.


But remaining "a man" did him no harm; rather, it served to lead him higher in perfection. And it kept him humble and contrite over his past, just as his describing the Word made Flesh as "man" (more than as Teacher, Miracle Worker, and God), served - at that time and in the future centuries - to confirm, confess and assert the true Nature of Christ: who was the Word of the Father eternally; but who was really Man, becoming incarnate through a unique, divine miracle, in the womb of the Virgin, to be the Master and Redeemer forever and ever.

23RD NOVEMBER: Feast of Christ the King - Year A
Mt. 25:31-46 – The Last Judgement

(The Poem, Vol. 5, pp. 467-8)


(Jesus stresses that at the end of time, no virtue will survive except Charity. He explains:)


« …The creature which forms in a royal womb is not different from that which forms in the womb of a beggar… To the equality of conception, formation, and manner of birth of the children of man and woman on the Earth, corresponds another equality in Heaven: the creation of a soul to be infused into the embryo. This is the soul of a man, and not of an animal. It may accompany him from the moment of its creation until death, and it may survive - expecting the universal resurrection - when it will join the risen body, and have, with it, a reward, or a punishment. It will be a reward or punishment: according to the deeds accomplished in the earthly life. Do not think that Charity is unfair, and that only because many people do not belong to Israel, or to Christ, that they are to remain for ever without reward - even though they are virtuous in the religion which they follow, convinced that theirs is the true one.


After the end of the world, no other virtue will survive except Charity, that is, the Union of all the creatures who lived in justice, with the Creator. There will not be several Heavens: one for Israel, one for Christians, one for Catholics, one for Gentiles, one for heathens. There will be one Heaven only. And likewise, there will be one reward only: God, the Creator…


You may say: "Then what justice is there in belonging to the holy religion, if, at the end of the world, we shall be treated exactly as the Gentiles?". I reply to you: "…it is true justice. Because those who, although they belong to the holy religion, but did not lead a holy life, will not be beatified. A virtuous heathen, only because he lived according to choice virtue, convinced that his religion was good, will have Heaven at the end.


At the end of the world, of the four abodes of the dead, only two will remain: that is, Paradise and Hell. Because Justice, at that time, will only be able to give the two eternal kingdoms to those, who from the tree of free will, chose good fruits, or wanted wicked ones.


But what a long expectation before a virtuous heathen achieves that reward!… Do You not think so? That long expectation will begin from the moment when Redemption will have taken place with all its consequent wonders, and when the Gospel will have been preached all over the world. And it will be the purification of the souls which lived with justice in other religions, but were not able to enter the true Faith, after they became acquainted with its existence and the proof of its reality. Their abode will be Limbo, for centuries and centuries, until the end of the world.


The believers in the true God, who were not heroically holy, will have a long Purgatory, which may also last until the end of the world for some of them.


And after expiating and waiting, all the good - irrespective of their origin - will sit at the right hand of God. And the wicked, whichever their origin may be, will sit at the left hand, and then in the dreadful Hell, while the Saviour will enter the eternal Kingdom with all the good souls.

A Useful Tool to Read Maria Valtorta’s Gospel Accounts
