CHAPTER 3.  TOOLS AND WEAPONS – FOR LIFE

The Head, the Heart, and the Soul of Man (Cont’d.)
 (Azariah, Maria Valtorta’s Guardian Angel, speaks of Pentecost
, and the heads of the Apostles:)

"Have you ever meditated, 0 soul of Mine, on the symbol of that tongue of fire which ‑ you have seen it ‑ rested upon each of the Apostles' heads while it crowned the All‑Holy Woman with a wreath?...

"The Paraclete could have penetrated and remained, a globe of marvellous splendor, to enlighten the minds which had to speak to the world of the True God and of His Christ. But the Paraclete did not limit Himself to that. He, too, like the Incarnate Word, broke and gave Himself, in a Communion, in an outpouring and donation of His gifts of Wisdom, Intelligence, Counsel, Science, Fortitude, Piety, and Fear of God
, just as Jesus had given Himself in Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity. The Blood of the Lamb had cleansed their souls, but had not destroyed their humanity, which had to struggle on its own and evolve towards perfect spirituality. That humanity remained, even after the Resurrection, heavy and dull.
"Ineffable Love, the Creator together with the Father and the Son, wanted to create the new apostolic man, after the Father... had already created him for life, and the Son for Grace. The Paraclete, acting upon these two creations, wanted to complete and perfect them, burning up the heaviest, the most poisonous dross remaining in the humanity of the apostolic man, located in the head.

"This is where the five senses are joined together at the service of material sensuality; where the organ is enclosed, presiding over sensations and transmitting them to the most remote organs; and where the agent of thought is. The head is the apex of man, the only animal that stands erect, almost as if to testify to his regality. On account of his erectness, he seems to symbolize the fact that, as the sun reigns longer on summits and the bolts of natural electricity descend, so he, the summit of creation, gathers in upon himself the divine Sun, and receives the supernatural, marvelous commands and comforts of His Father who is in Heaven.

"But into the head - sometimes, and too often, informed with heavy slabs of threefold sensuality
 - the Divine Sun and the Father's messages cannot enter while the corrupt fumes of a corrupt humanity rise up.

"He, the Most Holy Master, has said, 'It is from the heart that evil thoughts, homicides, thefts, adulteries, fornications, false witness, envies, and blasphemies come.'
 And they rise up, like smoke from a malodorous brazier, to the head, producing disturbing thoughts which are then transmitted to the executive organs.

"In the Apostles there were not homicides, robberies, adulteries, fornications, false witness, and blasphemies. Even so, what a lesser throng of lesser shortcomings ‑ but still unworthy of spiritual masters ‑ was in them and might grow, out of pride over being masters, and aided in an extraordinary way by the extraordinary gifts of God! How many fall into discredit for this reason! In how many, the extraordinary gifts are a ruin!...
"Not only by way of darkness the lambs are separated from the goats, but also through the luminous means of the extraordinary gifts... [whereby] God is put to flight by the pride, deceit, and spiritual sensuality of the creature benefited by the extraordinary gift.

"In the Apostles that was not to happen. In the son of Darkness - the wretched deicide Judas - the gift of miracles had initiated the Apostle's ruin. But in the twelve destined to evangelize the world, there were not to be any more ruins. And behold the Spirit in His Pentecostal Communion, burning and purifying the seat of sense and thought: the heads of the apostolic men, while He crowned with love the head of the Virgin, His Spouse!...

 (Azariah now speaks of a vital encounter between the intellect, and the soul...)

"...In a [recent] intimate lesson, I explained that even what your mind does not comprehend - because it is not nourished with theological notions - [it] works spiritual transformations in you. For the soul, without the knowledge of your intellect itself - which cannot follow it, in being ignorant of theological notions - absorbs the juice of the lessons you receive, and is nourished by them. Just let your brain, as you say, hear nothing but the external and incomprehensible sound of so many profound lessons. There is a part of you, the best part, which is nourished by them all the same, truthfully. And this has more value than if you, with your intellect, were able to analyze and grasp every word. But that analysis [would have] remained a cold study of the mind, and not bread and fire of the spirit.

"Many are the learned, but few those who join justice to learning. And why? Because they know what God is, but do not want to take this knowledge from the brain to the heart, to the spirit. They are learned, but they are not just, and do not evolve from human into spiritual creatures. They are great in pride, but they are not great in obedience. Bold in judging, but faint‑hearted in loving. Many words flow from their lips, but they descend instead of rising, because they are words, not arrows of love shot towards Heaven...

"Think of a woman bearing her son in her womb. The heart of the child about to be born... is termed independent. And yet to every beat of the mother's heart there corresponds a beat of the son's, because the blood flowing through their veins is one and the same... But if the child is born, he thus takes on an independent beat, for he is now separated from the mother, outside her.

"Accordingly, if the believer separates himself and goes out of God, his motions are no longer synchronous with those of God. The child comes out by a natural, good law. The believer goes out by a voluntary choice that is not good. Never go out of the loving breast of Love..."

(The Holy Spirit says:)

"...Good, provident and just, God, the Father and Creator, 'has ordered all things in measure, number and weight'
 and He has ordered all things to their own end, by giving to man - whose end is supernatural - the indispensable means, besides Grace, of attaining this end: reason and conscience. These allow man to know and follow the natural moral law, not written by a perishable and fallible legislator on corruptible matters, but by the finger of God on the spiritual and therefore immortal pages of the soul, so that it will not be subject to any further tampering other than by that, voluntarily, of the rebellious man.

 The rebellious man can escape from it, however, and overpower the voices of reason and conscience with the cry of uncontrolled senses, but he will never succeed in suffocating these interior voices forever. Because they are the same voices of God, resounding in every man - be he Catholic or infidel, schismatic or Hebrew, heretic, separated or excommunicated - so that every rational creature can know and live, if he wants, according to the dictates of the eternal Law of Good..."

(Jesus says:)

"...In you is a judge that knows no sleep, and it is your spirit. Even if you mortally wound it and condemn it to perish, it cries out in you, as long as you are on this earth, shouting its heavenly anguish. You weigh it down and gag it to make it immobile and mute, but it tosses and turns until getting free of your gag, and it hurls its cry into the desolate silence of your hearts. And, like the cry of my Forerunner
, that voice is so vexing for you that you try to squelch it forever. You will never be able to. As long as you live, you will hear it, and in the hereafter it will shout louder, reproaching you for your crime as killers of your souls.

"The key to certain human aberrations - which grow and grow and lead the individual to monstrous misdeeds - lies in this voice of conscience, which you try to numb with new bounds of ferocity, just as people who have taken poison try to forget their deliberate misfortune by poisoning themselves more and more...

"Be sons and daughters, my creatures. Love - love our good Father Who is in Heaven
. Love Him as much as you can. It will then be easy for you to follow His blessed Will, and make yourselves a destiny of eternal glory..."

In Love, Death, and Obedience
(Jesus says:)

"[Here is] a brief teaching for those who, having nearly reached the goal, need to make the final efforts to embrace the end of the trial victoriously.

"'Be perfect,'
 I said.259 Perfection starts from the most burdensome things, and is fulfilled with the lightest ones. It begins by taming the flesh; it is fulfilled by cleansing thought of those ideas which are not sinful, but which contain the blemish of a mental injustice that is not pleasing to God - forgiven by God Who is merciful, but not pleasing...

"I have given you My Love and My Blood. I have given you My Word and My Body. But I want to give you more than the Word. I want to give you My Thought...
"In the Gospel of John - who perfectly possessed the Thought of the Word of God made Flesh, the thought of his Jesus, Master and Friend - there is a sentence: 'Now he said this to indicate the death by which he would glorify God.'

"The death by which he would glorify God. Children! All deaths are glory offered to God when they are accepted and undergone in holiness. May even holy envy of this or that death be far removed from you. May the human measurement of the value of this or that death be far from you. Death is a determination by God which is fulfilled. Even if its executor is a fierce man making himself the arbiter of the destinies of others - and by his adherence to Satan becoming Satan's tool to torment his fellows and be their assassin, cursed by Me - death is always a final act of obedience to God, who has inflicted death on man for his sin.

"You are familiar with so many indulgences... There are two indulgences which are plenary - the greatest. And they come from God, from Me, the eternal Pontiff. [The first is] that of Love, which covers a multitude of sins. It destroys them in its fire. Those who love with all their strength, consume their human imperfections moment by moment. Those who love, commit nothing more than imperfections. The second plenary indulgence, granted by God, is that of a resigned death, of whatever kind it may be, a death willing to offer a final act of obedience to God.

"Death is always a calvary, great or small. It is always 'great,' even if it apparently has nothing making it seem to be so. For it is adjusted by God to the strength... which God increases, in the measure of the death that is the destiny of His creature. And it is great because, if fulfilled in a holy way, it takes on the greatness of what is holy. Every holy death, then, is glory rendered to God..."

The Commandments


(Jesus explains how to know and love God better…)


"Generally, when the Ten Commandments are explained, they are said to begin with the three devoted to the worship of God. For God holds precedence, and everything connected with God ought to hold precedence over every other being or thing…


"For union with God
 is life. For union with God is power. For union with God is strength. For union with God is wisdom. For union with God is temperance and justice and prudence and goodness and mercy and charity - that is, to be children of God possessing the Father’s likeness
 in spirit and in virtues…


"When man puts the first three commandments into practice, he loves God
 and thus lives in God, and God lives in him… That is why the Most Holy Father teaches you first to love Him. As a most wise Teacher, He first trains you, trains and strengthens you in love, by giving you Himself to love - Himself, the Ever-Good. Later, after love has united you to Him and placed God’s indwelling in you, He spurs you to love your brothers and sisters, your neighbours
. And to make you stronger and stronger - in sweet, though difficult, love for your neighbour - He indicates your father and mother as the first neighbours to be loved. ..


"Soul of Mine, have you understood God’s loving motive in arranging the Ten Commandments? To help you. To give you the opportunity to be in Him, and for Him to be in you
, so that this union will give you such a strong spirit that it can always be victorious - over the flesh, the world, and the devil. And emerging from this victory, [it will enable you] to arrive at the triumph of Heaven, the enjoyment of God, eternal life, and the wonderful time and place where there are no more struggles and commands, but where everything involving exertion and pain is overcome, and where there is peace, peace, peace…"

The Comfort and Power of Prayer and Penance
 
(Jesus says:)


"…Oh, what a good thing prayer is! God has placed it in man's heart, like the need to breathe. Isn't it in fact the breathing of the soul? Without breath, the movement of the blood also ceases, and the body dies. Prayer is what keeps the spirit alive, always maintaining it in the sight of God...

"But prayer, like other things, must be pure. Not done for human gain. Among the billion prayers said on earth every day, 999 million are said to request human joy, money, and health… Only a million prayers are said to request supernatural aid, which will enable you to rise to that perfection which you want to reach, to do something pleasing to God Who wants you to be holy and reunited with Him. These million prayers rise up humbly and gratefully and say, 'Father, help me to sanctify myself. My weakness needs You in order to be strong. Father, I want to love You perfectly and cannot. Teach me to do so. You, Love. Father, I know and remember what You have already given me. Without You, I would be wretched in body and even more in spirit. Thank You, Father, for everything. I say, "Continue, continue with your benefits." But not out of a thirst for human well‑being, and more than for the flesh, I say, "Continue" for my spirit, to which I want to give back the eternal Country. O holy Father, Your little creature is sighing at Your breast. Support me on the way, so that I will not be detoured onto other roads, and will come to You, my Rest and Joy'... "

"…[There is a] destiny of those demanding that God work the whole miracle, but making no effort on their part to improve themselves…


"The world is full of these distracted people. They are the least likely to be converted because pride already possesses them, and they have no charity to heal themselves. They prompt My pity. Be merciful, too, and pray. If your prayer, like My grace, brings no benefit, it will come back to you, as grace comes back to Me. And you will have the same merit as you would if it had obtained the conversion of that heart…"

(And Azariah says:)


"…Blessed are those who are able to pray for the spirit, and for spiritual things. More blessed are those who are able to pray, not even asking for holy things, but to say, 'You, that know what is best for me, give me what's best.' Most blessed are those who come to forget about themselves and about asking God to do what is best, but say only, 'I pray that what is for your glory, and what may serve to sanctify my brothers and sisters, may be accomplished'…"

(Jesus emphasizes the vital components of sacrifice and penance, which give strength and power to prayer. Before Maria commences one of her writings, He tells her:)
"First penance
 and then the writing of what constitutes your joy. Penance must always precede everything, in you, for it is what merits joy for you. Every vision arises from a prior penance, and every penance opens the way for every higher contemplation. You live for this reason. You are loved for this reason. You will be blessed for this reason. Sacrifice, sacrifice. Your way, your mission, your strength, your glory. "

4.  OBSTACLES, TESTS, AND CROSSES

Satan – the Tireless Worker

 
[Jesus describes Lucifer’s (Satan’s) tools of deceit, distraction, and seduction…]

"Lucifer is very intelligent, in addition to being astute. He uses astuteness to lay snares, but uses intelligence to consider if and when and how he can cause Me affliction and ruin a creature. Believe, too, that he never wastes his time to no purpose…


"He is truly a tireless worker… But - as you can well understand from the introduction - in being astute, intelligent and busy, he cannot afford to occupy himself with everyone to the same degree. And he does not…


"As a creature acquires the ability to will and to think ‑ that is, beyond seven years of age – [Satan] increases his attention and begins his teaching…


"Grace, as you know, is the union of the soul with God
. It should thus give you so much strength as to make you impregnable and incorruptible in the face of Satan's snares and corruption, for union with God ought to make you demigods. But to remain as such, one must want to. One must say to Satan and to oneself, 'I belong to God, and want to belong only to God.' Obedience to the precepts and counsels requires: a continuous effort to follow and pursue and conquer good, and an ever‑greater good; absolute faithfulness and constant vigilance; and heroism to overcome oneself and the exterior, in the seductions of threefold concupiscence and its multiple faces. 


"Few, very few, too few, are able to do these things. And so? And so Satan pays little attention to these, so easy to capture whenever one wants, and so slow to flee when they have been taken…


"But with 'Mine'! Oh, with Mine it's another story! They are the prey that most stimulates his livid hunger. They are the 'impregnable.' And Satan, an expert hunter, knows that it is meritorious to capture difficult game…


"He assaults you treacherously, at longer and longer distances, at the most unforeseeable times, and for the most inconceivable reasons…


"The means? Numberless. The method? One alone. That of a benevolent, lying sweetness, of a reasoned, placid word, and of an appearance of friendship which helps, which wants to be helpful…


"All of My saints are martyrs. Because to be saints, they had to undergo persecution by Satan and remain faithful. Glory for those who overcome! The heavenly palms are for you."

"What is Temptation? The Catechism says, ‘It is an incitement to sin, which comes to us from the devil, from the wicked, or from our passions.’ It is an incitement. If it incites to sin, then it is a sign that it is not a sin in itself. No, it is not a sin. Rather, it is a means to grow in justice and augment our merits, by remaining faithful to the Law of the Lord. It begins to become a sin of imprudence when man places himself in a position to sin, approaching things or persons that can lead him to sin…

"I tell you truly, that the greatest help for Satan is provided by you: by welcoming and cultivating in yourselves ‘the concupiscence of the flesh, the concupiscence of the eyes, and the pride of life’. These do not come from the Father, but from the world. For without your consent to preparing ground favourable to the invasions of the external factors, they could not penetrate into you, disturbing your interior, and aggravating your internal factors. The incitements of sin could not, by themselves, lead to damnation - if man did not cultivate them…

"[If] man, instead, lets them exist within him and they grow; they grow, reinvigorated by the greedy mouthfuls which incautious man allows himself, without realizing that every act of yielding to what is illicit - even if small and apparently insignificant and innocuous - paves the way for greater concessions… And these grow until filling the whole man with himself, and knocking down the barriers of conscience…


"I tell you truly… It is not being tempted that ought to cause fear… On the contrary, rejoice, O you that are so forcefully oppressed by Satan. It is a sign that you are enemies of Satan, and that Satan already senses that you are prey that has escaped from him forever. Satanic wrath always hurls itself against the prey... and against God’s conquests…"

"…I would like you to understand me and grasp my agony, the agony of sensing the Serpent circling around to strangle the Holy Work, an agony bringing cries of horror to my throat, which I struggle to hold back…"

The Demonic Power of Pride

 
(Jesus speaks of the critical element of pride…)


"The primitive name was Lucifer
. In the mind of God it meant ‘ensign or bearer of the light’ - that is, of God, for God is Light. Second amid beauty in all that is, he was a pure mirror reflecting unendurable Beauty…


"Because of seeing himself in God… and because the angels venerated him as the most perfect mirror of God, he admired himself… He attracted pride to himself. He cultivated and extended it. He made it into a weapon and a seduction. He wanted more than he had. He wanted everything - he was already so much. He seduced the less attentive among his companions. He distracted them from contemplating God as supreme Beauty. Knowing the future wonders of God, he wanted to be in God’s place…


"This is what Satan is. And this is what those sick with Satanism are. And he is also seduction, craftiness, darkness, agility, and iniquity… He is the ‘Contrary One’. The one contrary to God. The one that is the opposite of God. And every action by him is the antithesis of God’s actions… As charity is said to be the greatest of all the virtues, so I say that the greatest of its anti-virtues, and the one most repulsive to Me, is pride….


"Pride is a vice of the higher part, consummated with sharp, lucid intelligence, premeditated and enduring… Because of pride, man has been ruined and the world will perish. Because of pride, faith languishes. Pride is the most direct emanation of Satan…"

Rationalism – Pride’s Subtle Companion


(Jesus speaks about the parable of the sower and the seed
...)

"The parable states that one part of the seed fell along the way and was eaten by birds. The second part fell upon stone and sank in roots, but it at once dried up because of a lack of moisture. The third part fell among brambles and died of suffocation. The fourth part, having fallen on good soil, brought forth fruit in different measures.

241 Echoes of the parable may be found in the dictations of July 5 and July 24, for example.

"The Word of God is the seed of eternal life. But the Word is beset by many dangers. I will leave aside these many dangers and speak of one thing alone, which I would say is as deadly - perhaps more so - as sin itself And let no faint-hearted spirit get scandalized if I say that it is perhaps more deadly than sin. It's the truth.

"The sinner whose mind is not corroded by the acid of rationalism has a ninety percent chance of being able to receive the Word and find Life. The rationalist has only a ten percent chance, and even less, of keeping himself capable of salvation through the Word.
"Rationalism is worse than couch-grass. When its action is seen - at the moment when everything concerning the earth and men is made known - this heresy will be seen to have been the most pernicious one, because it is the most subtle and penetrating of all. It is like a gas. You absorb it, and it kills you, but you don't see it; you sometimes don't even smell it, or, since this smell is pleasant, it is breathed in by you with pleasure. Rationalism is just like that.

"The major heresies have contained two good things: first of all, they were originated by a faith. As erroneous as it may seem to you, as worthy of condemnation as you may think, but still a faith. They have thus had their martyrs, their tears, and their struggles to assert themselves. And upright souls have - over the centuries - embellished them with lights of holiness, whose only disadvantage is to have blossomed on a wicked tree not grafted onto Christ. The second good thing about heresies is the loud noise produced by them, whereby whoever did not want to belong to them knew how to act so as not to belong to them. The struggles with the Church and with States were an indication to Catholics; they constituted a boundary beyond which one went only knowingly.

"In rationalism this is lacking, and it penetrates unnoticed, even where it is thought that it cannot enter. It enters through a thousand openings, like a snake. It dresses in licit - indeed, admirable - clothing and acts underneath it, but against it. It is a virus. When one notices it, it has already spread through one's blood, and it is hard to get free of it.

"The reaction of sin is violent under the ray of My Mercy. But that of rationalism is nil. Like a burning glass, it makes the way to grace impassable and rejects it. Indeed, it turns it into a harmful burning, to finish giving itself its own condemnation.

"The rationalist makes the things of God serve his purpose. He does make himself serve God's purpose. He bends, explains, and uses the Word in the light - poor light - of his disturbed mind. And like a madman who no longer knows the value of things and words, he gives them the sort of meanings which can emerge only from one whom the extremely crafty action of Satan has sterilized.
"There are rationalists and rationalists.

"I will begin with the greatest. The 'supermen'. The deniers of God. They want to explain creation, miracles, and the divinity according to their concepts filled with human pride.

"Where there is pride, God is not present. Be sure of this. Where there is pride, Faith is not present. Satan is there, and Satan is the most skilled juggler in seducing man, and in making the leaf of tinfoil picked up in the mud appear to him to be pure gold.
"These deniers of God: think they degrade themselves by humbly accepting what they are unable to explain through their mental capacity alone; and they have slain the capacity to love in themselves. They are the giants of rationalism...
"They spend their lives devastating. They are worse than an avalanche or a hurricane, worse than dementia, worse than a fever. They kill wherever they arrive...
"The second category are the humanly learned. These do not deny God. But over divine simplicity - which has become such, so that even the humblest can grasp it in the light of love - they set a whole thicket of human erudition. They dress themselves in it like peacocks, proud of their tails with a hundred eyes. And, like peacocks, they are beautiful only in appearance: they are unable to walk; they are unable to sing on the way and in the praises of the Lord.

"They lack the love, which is a sinew for the wing to fly towards God, and a string for the lyre to bless God. The Word descends upon them and sinks in roots. But it later dies because they oppose and choke it under the useless leaves of their human knowledge.
"Do you know how they hear the Word? Like one hearing someone else speak in another language unknown to him. He hears the voice and sees the movement of the lips, but understands nothing. They also resemble one who, hard of hearing, howls while another speaks softly. In the end, the roar of his words covers over the other's voice. They create Babel in themselves because of too many words. Because of too much knowledge they do not accept the lights, so simple and pure, which God has established
 so that man will see the way leading to the Father. And they create Babel and darkness for others
, too.
"The third category involves those who have paved their hearts with the stones of the rationalism of others, to make themselves less ignorant. They are the worshippers of human idols. They are unable to worship God with their whole self, but are able to remain ecstatic before a poor man who poses as a superman. They close the door to the Divine Word with distrust, but accept the explanations of one of their fellow men who is famous for being learned...
"They want to be cultured and supermen and take the first food they see. And the idols have pompous clothing and promise deity to all. It is the voice of the Serpent: 'Eat this fruit, and you will be like God'
. And in their ignorance they eat.

"There is one fruit that makes you gods
, O men. The one hanging from My Cross...
"There is one Master. I, the Christ. Come to Me if you want to be instructed in Truth.
"The fourth category is that of the imprudent. They are open ways over which everything passes. They do not surround themselves with a holy defense of faith and fidelity to their God. They receive the Word with great joy and open themselves to receive it, but they also open themselves to receive any doctrine under the specious pretext that one must be condescending.

"Yes. So condescending with one's brothers and sisters. Not to disdain anyone. But severe with the things of God. To pray for one's brothers and sisters, instruct them, forgive them, and defend them against themselves with a true supernatural love. But do not become accomplices of their errors... It might take your lives, or ingrain wounds that heal with difficulty and that always leave a scar.
"Blessed are those who are only God's terrain, and remain such by assiduous vigilance. Blessed are those who, as soft as sod which has just been dug up, do not have stones for their brothers and sisters or rocks for the Word.

"Love makes them souls worshipping the Word, and souls merciful towards those straying far from the Word. But love is their most beautiful defense, and no work of evil can harm their spirit, in which the Word of Life grows like a copious ear of grain. The vaster love is in them, the more He grows there, yielding fruit - sometimes thirty, sometimes fifty, and sometimes one hundredfold.

"For those who possess Him absolutely, the Word becomes their own word, for they are no more, but are one with God
, their love."
(Notebooks 1943, pp. 465-9.)
