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CHAPTER 5.  THE HORROR AND HOPE OF

THE LAST TIMES
Examples of the Early Christian Martyrs (Cont’d.)


(Jesus says:)


"...Believe, that in every persecution the martyrs are able to be such, through my aid. The martyrs are those who still love Me. I take their love to perfection and make them athletes in faith. I come to the aid of those hoping and believing in Me. Always. In any circumstance.

"The little martyr remaining with his hands clasping the chalice, even beyond death, teaches you where strength is. In the Eucharist
. When someone feeds on Me, as Paul states,204 he no longer lives through himself, but Jesus lives in him
. And Jesus was able to endure all torments, without bending. Whoever lives by Me will thus be like Me. Strong.

"Have faith."
(Notebooks 1944, p. 186.)

(Maria Valtorta describes the amazement of two Roman soldiers, seeing the strength and faith of Christians, enduring and awaiting horrific martyrdom in the Roman “Circus”...)
"Soldiers”, says a badly wounded Cletus, “You ask us where we find strength. Here is the strength! This is the Bread of the strong. This is God, who enters to live in us. This....

"Quick! Quick, O Father! I am dying... Jesus... And I will die happy! Virgin, martyr, and happy! " cried out Christine, gasping in the agonies of suffocation.

Cletus hurried to break the bread and give it to the young woman, who became calmly recollected, closing her eyes. 

"For me too, and then call the Circus servants. I want to die at the stake", gurgled a boy with his shoulders torn to pieces and his cheek open from his temple to his bleeding throat.

"Can you swallow?"

"I can! I can. I did not ever move or speak in order not to die... before the Eucharist. I hoped... Now..."

The priest gave him a crumb of the consecrated Bread. And the boy tried to swallow, but he could not manage to. One soldier, feeling pity, bent over and held up his head while the other, having found an amphora in a corner with a drop of water in the bottom, tried to help him swallow, pouring the water, drop by drop, between his lips.

In the meantime Cletus broke the Sacred Species and gave them to those nearest him. He then asked the soldiers to carry him to distribute the Eucharist to the dying... and said, "May Our Lord Jesus Christ reward you for your mercy. "

The little boy, struggling to swallow the Eucharist, briefly panted and twisted... Moved by mercy, a soldier took him in his arms. But as he did so, a stream of blood issued from the wound in his neck and bathed the soldier’s shining armour. "Mommy! Heaven... Lord
... Jesus...” the little body yielded.

"He is dead... He is smiling..."
"Peace to little Fabius!" said Cletus, who was growing paler and paler...
The two soldiers spoke together. One then said, "Priest of the true God, end your life introducing us into your militia."

"Not mine... Jesus Christ's... But... we cannot... One... must first be a catechumen...

"No. We know that in the event of death, Baptism is given." 

"You are... healthy..." The old man gasped

"We are dying because... With a God like yours, Who makes you so holy, why should anyone remain to serve a corrupt man? We want the glory of God. Baptize us: I, Fabius, like the little martyr; and my companion, Decimus, like our glorious fellow soldier. And then we will go to the stake. What good is life in the world when your Life has been understood?"

There is no more water... No liquid... Cletus used his trembling hand as a cup and gathered the blood dripping from his atrocious wound: "Kneel down... I baptize you, O Fabius, in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit... I baptize you, O Decimus, in the name of the... Father... and of the Son... and of the Holy... Spirit... The old priest had concluded his mission, his suffering, and his life... He was dead....

The two soldiers looked at him... They looked for some time at those who were slowly, serenely dying... smiling in the midst of agony, enraptured by the Eucharistic ecstasy. "Come, Fabius. Let's not wait a moment longer. With such examples, the way is sure! Let us go and die for Christ!' And they speedily ran off down the corridor to encounter martyrdom and glory.

The moans in that place became weaker and weaker and less and less numerous... The uproar which had been heard at the outset returned from the Circus. The crowd rumbled again, waiting for the spectacle.

"On Your Feet, O Christians!"


(Azariah says:)

"After the darkness, the light. Always. In the creation of the world. In the birth of the day after the night. In the succession of epochs and eras. Corruption generates elements of life from death. From the dark graves of the cemeteries, dancing little flames are generated which, if gathered, could provide heat and light. Life, Light and the spirit are not overcome, even by the most dismal spiritual periods, in which it appears that Death is to extinguish Life, Darkness to defeat Light, and matter to strangle the spirit. They are oppressed. They are hidden.

"Like the grain cast in the furrows and covered with manure in the gloomy winter months, that grain seems degraded, buried under layers of dirt and the stench of dung. It seems lost to the sun, and the sun to it
. But precisely because it is there below - mortified, pressed down and overwhelmed by the dust and the wheat - it can take root, no longer be a tenuous grain which the passer‑by can crush with his foot, or the wind carry elsewhere, or the bird swallow. And it may become a stable, cheerful, useful, prosperous plant, multiplied in value and power, beneficial, victorious under the intense sun of the loveliest months.

"Light seems to grow dark, and Death comes. Corruption spreads and overflows with its burdensome waves. Fear not. It's what's needed to rouse the drowsy and make them desirous of voices from on high. Struggle is useful to keep the athlete strong. The nausea of corruption prompts the desire for what is pure. Darkness spurs people to seek the light. Materiality, when pushed to fearful limits, generates a stimulus towards spirituality.

"Humanity, seized like a ball by Satan - because it had fallen asleep in the mist of epochs without religious struggles, and flung into the mire with scorn - in reaction to the blow, will rebound towards the heights. The era of the spirit will come after this time of materiality. The era of the Light will return after the current obscurantism. The era of Life will succeed the almost mortal agony. The era of God will arise to be a force in the final struggle. The era of God will reign over that of Satan.

"On your feet, 0 Christians, in the fullness of your charity for God, for the Church, for your neighbor, for yourselves. God the Father sent you His Son and your Brother through the Mother, so that He would be your Master and Redeemer, and you would be children of God. And since you are children, God has infused the Spirit of His Son into your hearts, and through you He cries out, 'Abba! Father!'

"Man, even the most perfect man, would never be able to pray with that loving violence which obtains miracles, all miracles. And so it is, then, that the Spirit of God prays in you, through you, to obtain what is useful and necessary for you and what, as holy, is suitable for sanctifying you. It is always the Spirit of God that, enclosed in the hearts of the faithful, asks and cries out with ineffable moans: 'Abba! Father!' "

But for you, living in this fatal hour, they are also a guide and a comfort…"

"...Live with prudence as the companion of one's actions, without wasting time which you do not know if you can later recover. Always consider that even the best will have to render an account for many hours. Hours of lukewarmness, useless gossip, lazy sleepiness, and even sin. Benefit therefore from every minute, in order to make reparation for the evil done and the good not done. Tomorrow is never sure. Use the present, therefore - which is always a gift of God - to provide yourselves with the way to acquire merits in his Most Holy Eyes..."

Humility, to Begin With


(Jesus clarifies the importance of the lessons which the apostles had to learn…)


"Why did God allow that sin of the first Pontiff of the Church
, which was then at the dawn of its foundation? Because he was ‘carnal man’, whom trial and penance had not yet been able to convert into ‘inner man’… So that when he had repented, he would confirm his brothers and sisters. I.e., so that, in remembering his weakness, his own, he - who for three years had fed on my charity and wisdom - would be able to judge with true justice… And also so that [others would follow] the example of him who had sinned and been forgiven…


"Other unstable friends were the disciples who abandoned the Master after the discourse on the Bread of Heaven
. Why did they abandon Him?...


"In them was the pride of being ‘the disciples’. Imagining they were already grounded in the Kingdom, they then rebelled against the Master… The Spirit of Evil whistled his song in their ears, and they accepted it, felt they were gods, judged they could do without masters, and went off. And they went of! Where to? Where all who are dragged away by pride and intoxicated by the law of the flesh go: far from God’s way and proximity…"

"The apostles were humiliated by their defection from Christ, during which every branch of corrupt humanity got the upper hand in them, and they were again gripped, shaken and incited by all that disturbs man. Then they understood that all they had become which was different, was not by their merit alone, but because they were with Christ. And pride, the corrupter of man, was broken in them, as is necessary with all those chosen for a special destiny, so that they will not lose their election by forfeiting My love…"

Discernment of Good and Evil


(Jesus says:)


"…The supernatural is everything which lies beyond the natural world. Isn’t that so? But in the supernatural, the extranatural, there are two currents, two rivers: the one coming from God, and the one coming from the Enemy of God.


"Phenomena, when taken externally and superficially, are almost identical. For Satan is able to simulate God with the perfection of evil. But one sign, of those who are mine, is the deep peace and order found in the phenomena... Another sign is the gradual increase of the natural faculties of intelligence and memory. For the heavenly supernatural is always Grace, and Grace augments man’s natural faculties too, so as to be remembered exactly in its manifestations.

"On the other hand, in phenomena which are not mine, there is always an effusion of something which disturbs the habitual seriousness by prompting curiosity… [and] there is always disorder. After the cracking of blinding rockets, there is smoke and mist, which takes away the purity of the previously existing light… Satan, with his long-nailed hand, stirs and stirs, to deride and exhaust.


"Finally, a very exact sign appears in the subjects themselves… When I instruct, everything is changed in the one instructed. There enters in him a zealous hurry to do what I say… In swift but enduring movements the soul rises and changes - from what it was, into what I want it to be. These are the souls seized by ‘good will’… They see they are changed for the better. But they are never content with the degree of goodness attained, and they work to arrive at greater perfection. Not because of their pride, but out of love for Me.


"In the souls that, in a contrary sense, are false contemplatives and false instruments, this untiring metamorphosis is lacking. In that case, as followers of Satan, they feed on and delight in what they have. Sometimes, at the beginning, they really receive a gift from Me. They cradle themselves in the pride of being ‘something’… They say, ‘I am taken care of, I have now gotten there!’ They go blind that way, to the point where they cannot see what they are. And they go deaf that way, to the point where they cannot distinguish the different voices speaking in them. Mine is so different from Satan’s! But they no longer hear it. And as I withdraw, Satan gives them what they want: forms of vanity. And they array themselves with these…

(And Jesus has a particular instruction for Father Migliorini, Maria’s Spiritual Director:)

"Romualdo, be careful with the multicolored glistening which dissolves into mist! I always leave light and concrete, orderly, clear elements. Watch out for the false saints, who are more injurious to My triumph than all the open sinners. The holy supernatural exists. I inspire it. It should be accepted and believed. But let every jar upon which there is written 'Oil of Supernatural Wisdom' not be accepted at first sight – [as with] every closed book upon which there is written 'God is here.' Be sure that a hellish stench does not emerge from the former, and heretical formulas do not emerge from the latter. Also observe the outside of the vase and the book, where and how it likes to remain. To use figurative language, observe whether it is humble on being approached, and active to an extreme degree in terms of holiness. If you see that its evolution towards Goodness is slow or entirely lacking, open your eyes. Open them twice if you see in this soul pleasure at being noticed. Open them three, ten, or seventy times if you find it to be proud and deceitful. 

"Peace be with you, Romualdo Maria. Peace be with you, Maria."

(Azariah says:)
"Oh, it is worthwhile to be able to remain silent! For speech often leads people away from charity, making the spirit bewildered with the din of the words of oneself and others. In bewilderment, fraudulence may emerge with a view towards excelling in combat with the adversary. [In such a case] the dispute may degenerate from justice to injustice, and the one who is right may pass over to the side that is wrong, by overstepping the bounds of respect and love. And, above all, he alters peace and alters it in the hearts of others.

"In peace is God. God must not be lost, then, to obtain a poor victory. But, rather, suffocating all rebellion by humanity which rears up under the unjust lashes, let all your rights fall - even just and licit rights - to be free to adhere with all your strength to God alone. And peace ‑ full, luminous, a good friend and holy teacher, 'for the Lord has His eyes upon the just and His ears are intent on their prayers' ‑ will be in you. Indeed, God will not be 'above,' but within you. For the pacific will be in the Father and the Father in them, according to the beatific promise of the Word
.

"To have God, Peace in you! If we angels consider what it is to see God, we can well understand what it must be for you to have God, the Pacific One in you. And we can also intuit what the lives must be like of those who, in an hour of meditation, understand they have acted badly and, therefore, have the irate gaze of God set upon them with His severe judgment.

"Oh, soul of mine! Peace, peace, always peace in you. For you are in the tabernacle, under God's tent. Do not go out of it, even if all the whirlwinds shake the tent and jolt the tabernacle to frighten you, or even if jackals or brigands roam about the desert surrounding you. You would get lost in flight; in reacting, you would be defeated. Remain where you are. Remember what Jesus said about his Church: 'And the gates of hell shall not prevail against it'
..."

"To be prudent, is to reflect before doing things which an internal stimulus spurs you to do, and which even seem good. Sometimes the devil prompts an impulse which is good in appearance, but which later creates incorrect conduct. The devil sometimes makes use even of a truly divine inspiration or gift, to push people towards evil by either disdaining or exaggerating it ‑ or by continuing to say it exists when it has already passed. That is the reason for the fall of many souls - that God had dearly loved - that proved unable to be prudent and all the more watchful, the more sublime the gifts and inspirations were. Be prudent in thought, action, the use of the gift, and carrying out the inspiration. Let there not issue forth the smoke of pride or the craving for exaggeration, which would spoil everything.

"Be able to remain silent, and to listen in silence to the reactions of conscience - to the voices it hears. Recall that which comes from on high always communicates peace and fortitude against the voices of the senses and seductions. Whereas what comes from the envious Adversary always occasions disturbance, and fosters the self's yielding to what seduces the inferior part with sensuality, or thought with pride and deceit. Learn to read the Will of God. In a recollected life this is obtained. In an inattentive one it is not..."

Sacrifice and Detachment


(The Holy Spirit speaks of Jesus' "living sacrifice"
...)

" 'This is My Body, this is My Blood which are given up for you. Do this in memory of Me.'
 He uses the present [tense]. Because in fact, until the end of time, the Sacrifice will always be new and always the same as the one consumed by Christ, equally valid be​fore God and in favour of men.

"However, to the living Sacrifice which is consumed upon the altars, man must join to it his own individual sacrifice, the one of all hours to be carried out in all his occupations, duties, and above all, in the Will of God, even if it is a will of sorrow. A sacrifice that can be either: of the flesh*, in the form of diseases, poverty and exhausting work; moral*, in the form of injustices, calumnies and incomprehension; or spiritual*, in the form of persecutions on the part of men or abandonments of God, in order to test the faith of His ser​vant. And [there is] more: faithfulness to the Law by preserving bod​ies, thoughts, sentiments and spirits in a chaste, just and loving manner.
(* Compiler’s bolding)

"Because this - more than the outward rites - constitutes the reasonable service of which Paul speaks. Not only the form, but the substance of the service to God. And the sub​stance is given by renewing oneself, by a continual renewal of the individual “I”. Just as the renewal of the whole of creation in its animals, plants and in its seasons is continual, also continual is a spiritual and moral renewal in order to make oneself into a new humanity, transforming oneself ever more in Christ. The essence of the devotion to God is given by a continual, arduous and sometimes even sorrowful ascend​ing towards perfection, in order to do the Will of God, the first and common divine will for all creatures with di​vine likeness
 and predestination to glory: so that they make themselves holy, in order to rise to the dwelling place of the Father forever..."

(Jesus speaks of detachment from worldly things…)


"Maria, never imitate the poor men who work themselves into a rage over entirely earthly things… Live, live for the spirit, and let all that is not spirit fall away. It is dross without importance. Free yourself from it all, even the smallest thing. Be an unshackled, free, light, and agile soul…


"It is also this way with souls. It is not the earth which gives Heaven, but it is Heaven which gives the earth. And you must use the earth to make a dash for Heaven, not to sink in the unhealthy roots of a blameworthy attachment to things which are not eternal. Only God and the things of God are eternal and deserve your attachment…"

Loving Jesus, and Loving Others

(The Holy Spirit says:)

"Christ, most holy and most perfect - being God and Man without any sin, neither hereditary nor voluntary - did not scorn anyone. And through His compassion for all the mis​eries, He brought a great number of people to salvation.

"Christ worked many powerful miracles, and He spread rivers of wisdom. But what most attracted people towards Him, and therefore, to Salvation and the Life, was His mercy first of all, and then His incorruptible and impartial justice with everyone.

"By not seeking His own satisfaction but the true good for souls and the glory of God, He drew upon Himself out​rage, insults, rancours, hatred and revenge. But in this way He was able, however, to guide many souls to the Truth and to the Life.

"With patience, constancy and faithfulness to the Law, with a holy zeal for the Father, and with an infinite love for all souls, He was an example to Jews and to Gentiles. He brought sal​vation to all those who did not voluntarily reject the Light, and He had come in order to bring them to the Life, and to re​store them to the progeny of God.

"Minister to the circumcised, He is the one, eternal, uni​versal Shepherd who does not gather only the sheep of His Fold, but also 'those who were not of His Fold'
. And so that these, too, could also be under the guidance of the one Shepherd, He gathered and received Gentiles as well as Jews, so that all could glorify God for His mercy..."

(...Paul to the Romans, pp. 308-9)

(Jesus speaks further of his Mercy, and his Justice…)


"My Mercy is so infinite that it works prodigies… to conquer the greatest number of souls for the Resurrection of the flesh in Christ…


"I want to raise you up. I died to be able to raise you up. I squeezed My Blood out of My flesh like a bunch of pressed grapes, so as to be able to raise you up. The drops of My Blood are in you, and long to return to the Heart from which they have come…

"The Judases are not the mass. For often, after a vile life lived by a body in which the soul was kept a slave, a triumph of the soul over matter is obtained. In the final hour that soul, on the threshold of death - which frees the spirit from the flesh - turns to God, of Whom it has conserved a memory, and takes refuge in Him.

"And believe Me: in truth, a throb of love, confidence, and repentance, suffices to make the lavacre of My merits, descends upon the sinner, and delivesr him…

"My Justice is not yours, and My Mercy is very different from yours.


"When the number of those saved by My all-merciful Love is seen, the virtues of the Lamb will be proclaimed with jubilant voices by all the spirits living in His Kingdom. For you are those saved by the Lamb, Who had Himself immolated for you. Those who have always lived in Him and by Him - to the point of not knowing sensuality - will follow Him, singing the canticle known to them alone
. And those saved by His Mercy at the final hour on earth, and prostrated in loving adoration, will bless Him eternally, because He is a Saviour twice over for them. Saviour of Justice, and Saviour of Love. By Justice He died to cleanse you in His Blood. By Love He gives you His Heart - open to receive you while still sullied by sins. And He cleanses you in the fire of His love when, at death, you call Him, Who loves you and promises you a Kingdom."

(Jesus describes a way to see past and through a neighbour’s faults:)

"To be able to love one's neighbour entirely
, see Me in each one
…


"Love Me in their souls. The soul comes from God, and thus from Me, too. The soul, at least for a moment, was a temple of the Spirit of God, and thus conserves a trace of Me
…


"You are also able to believe I am under the appearances of a little wheat reduced to a thin host, with all of My Body, Blood, Soul, and Divinity!
 And so in the same way, believe I am concealed under the imperfect matter of many.


"In some I am as if in a tomb.... They contain Me dead, waiting to rise again with a movement of love and repentance on their part.


"In others I am hidden, just like the Most Holy Sacrament, which is in their churches, but is not visible…


"Others have Me like a sun in an unstable season. Their clouds - of inconstancy - make Me shine in them at times, but sometimes make it seem that the sun is no longer there… These are the 'sentimentalists' of religion. who - after a homily, a religious ceremony, a retreat, or a reading - would like to emulate Paul in evangelizing the Gentiles… But once the emotion has passed, they fall back into 'enjoying life'… and then lie drained, unable to fight against Satan, who waits for that exhaustion, to attack and wear them out…


"But see Me in everyone, to be able to approach even the demon-men, the leper-men, and the delinquent-men…


"Let your love be strong, free from weakness, even tough - like shears cutting the tendrils of empty forms of sentimentality, or purifying like a fire…


"Many are truly muter than stones and colder than metal exposed to the night frosts. Love them so that they will love. Love them because they do not love Me… Be an abyss of fire and a sea of love into which the creatures who cause Me pain sink, so that I will see them no longer. But I will see you, and through you, them… wrapped in your fire, covered by the waves of your love.


"Things cast into fire get purified, and things cast into the sea are washed and salted. With your love for your neighbour - considering that I am in him (everything is in Christ) - purify them, wash them, and salt them, so that they will no longer be dirty and useless as tasteless things."

(God the Father speaks of Jesus' Holy Name...)


"In the thrice holy and powerful name of Jesus is the splendor and glory of the Triune God. For He is the Holy of Holies
, in whom there is found - as in the Temple of God - the living, true, and perfect God as He is in Heaven...

"O children of My Son, graze once more the Holy Name of Jesus Christ: on the altar of your hearts without God; on the profaned temple of your minds; with your pain turning back to God; with your hope rising up again to God; with your faith being re-baptized by tears; and with your love rediscovering the way of Charity. Free your heart and mind from the images of a cult bringing you spiritual death. Place the true God in them and upon them. Love, sing, invoke, bless, and believe in the Name of My Son.

"[Do this] in the Name of the Just, Holy, Strong One, the Dominator, the Victor; in the Name of Him before Whom the Father does not resist, and for Whom the Spirit effuses His rivers of sanctifying grace; and in the Name of the Merciful One, Who loves you to the point of having wanted to endure earthly life and death, to become Food to nourish your weakness, and a Sacrament to remain in your midst...
"I swear to you by My Holiness: there is not, was not, and shall not be a greater name than This One. I, Triune, am in It with my supreme manifestation of power and love."

The Eucharist – Jesus’ Greatest Gift


(Maria Valtorta writes:)


On receiving Holy Communion from the hand of Father Migliorini, I rediscover my joy in the Eucharist
… that is, the visible presence of my Jesus alongside Father Migliorini. I smile at my sweet Jesus, dressed in white... and while offering my thanks, I wonder why He is standing to the left of Father. I think his place ought to be on the right.


Jesus responds to me, satisfying my desire to receive light, and says:


"What is the Eucharist? The greatest, holiest miracle of God. It is God. It is God because in the Eucharist is the Son of God, God as the Father, God made Flesh out of Love… namely, by the work of the Third Person. It is God because it is a miracle of love, and God is where love is…


"Why am I on the left? Also to teach you. The priest, while exercising his priestly functions, is worthy of the maximum respect. And I assure you of the fact that I obey his command and descend as Blood to wash your hearts, and descend as Flesh to nourish your spirits. Learn from Me, who am humble, to have humility. "

(Jesus speaks of His great gift of Mercy: the Holy Eucharist...)

"...The salient fountain of Heaven, it gives to you the waters of Life, its sweet Law of love, its example, and its Humanity. [This is] in order to make it easier for your humanity to love Him, its Divinity, so that your prayers will be listened to. It is the very voice of the most beloved Son living within you, through His Father. It gives to you the Holy Spirit with all His gifts for which the virtues infused with Baptism are powerfully supported, to strengthen and perfect themselves. Those gifts greatly help the Christian to live his life as a Christian, that is, a life of worship, as a child of God. And they give you the strength of suppressing incitements with​out undoing them, by making them of the 'evil' that they are, the 'good', that is: heroism, and a means of victory, crown and garment of glory..."

 (Azariah says:)  

"Communion does not cease when you leave the Church or when the Species have been consumed. It lives... with the inhabitation of Christ in you... Jesus Eucharist tells you to speak and to be silent; to work and to contemplate; to suffer and to humiliate yourselves; and above all, to love, and love, and love."
