CHAPTER 6.  LESSONS FOR US ALL (Cont’d.)
Mary – the Weapon and the Bridge


(Maria Valtorta describes a vision of two archangels, with Our Lady…)


…After I had become gratified with the joy of seeing Mary, there appeared the archangel Michael - always very imposing, I would say frighteningly handsome - with his blazing sword in his right hand… The archangel pointed to Our Lady, thoroughly lovely in Her virginal humility - Her gracefulness as an Eternal Girl indescribable. He cried out, "Set the weapon that is Mary against Great Serpent that is advancing!" What a powerful voice! It shook the atmosphere like the sound of a harmonious thunderclap. Our Lady lowered Her head, looking at the earth with boundless compassion… And the archangel cried out three times. The defending archangel was very severe and imperious… After the third cry and a pause following it, he prostrated himself before Mary, venerating Her by saying, "You alone a defence! You alone are victorious! You alone are the hope of salvation against Satanic venom. Mother of the One Who is without equal, I greet You, my Queen."

He was still prostrate when the archangel Gabriel came racing down in flight from the Heavens to the earth… His figure gave off light, the joyful light of Paradise. Singing - for the voice of Gabriel is a very soft, indescribable sound - he flew around Mary, incensing Her with his thurible, saying, "Hail Mary! Queen of the Angels, salvation of men, love of the Triune God! After God, Who is like You, Mary! Hail, most glorious Queen in Heaven, medicine for all the illnesses killing spirits and extinguishing Faith, Hope and Charity in men. Hail, Mary!"

(The Holy Spirit says:)

"...In Chapter 9 of Genesis, it is said, '...I will set My rain​bow in the clouds, and it shall be the sign of a covenant between Me and the Earth. And when I will have accumu​lated clouds (the punishments) in the sky, my rainbow shall appear in the clouds and I will remember My covenant... of the everlasting covenant established between God and with every flesh that is upon the Earth.'

"Rainbow: sign of peace; bridge between Heav​en and Earth.

"Mary is the peaceful bridge joining Heaven and Earth, the most Beloved One who obtains mercy for sinners with Her sole presence. And God, in the centuries before Christ - when the prevarications of men, obstinate and proud, ac​cumulated the clouds of the divine chastisements upon Humanity - contemplated in His Thought She Who, ab eter​no, was established the Ark of the divine Word, Fount of Grace, Seat of Wisdom, and the peaceful joy of Her Lord. [He] dis​persed the clouds of the inexorable chastisement, granting time to Humanity in expectation of Salvation.

"The voice of the still unborn Virgin: ’Peace! Mercy! my Lord!’ Her perfect love, Her perfect obedience, already noticed by God before the purest Star, was the sweet sac​rificial odour that appeased the wrath of the Lord. In the centuries after Christ, Mary is peace and mercy for Humanity. And with the growing of sins and the increasing of storm clouds of divine wrath and satanic fumes, Mary is always the One Who scatters the clouds, Who disarms the lightening, and Who builds Her mystical bridge for Humanity who has fallen into the abyss, so that it can rise up sweetly towards its Good.

" 'I will set My rainbow amongst the clouds... and I will remember My covenant.'

"Oh! truly the Rainbow of peace, the Co-Redemptrix is amongst the clouds, above the clouds. [She is] the sweet star that shines in the presence of God, in order to remind Him that He has promised mercy to men, and that He has given His Son so that men may have forgiveness. She is such, not as a sweet thought but as a true reality, complete, with Her soul without blemish and Her flesh without corruption. Nor is She content at being adored or blessed, but shows Herself to be active, and calls, She again calls Humanity to Salvation.

(Jesus says:)

"Tears, tears, Maria! What a thing tears are! They had only one degree less in value than My Blood did. You are redeemed through the Blood of Jesus and the tears of Mary.

The Consoler, and the Word 


(The Holy Spirit says:)


"I am the Consoler. I console those who are demoralized by consternation and tortured by the present. I am the One who nurses and sweetens the bitterness of the Word that speaks the truth…


"I come to say to you, 'Go on trusting.' Even if everything seems lost, trust. Even if the abyss of Evil launches its demons forth to torture the Earth and… to beget the Antichrist; and even if the abyss of the Heavens seems to close by the decree of the Father, from whom We proceed; We, the Word and the Spirit, are still working and loving to save and defend you. I as Charity and the Word as Charity, I as Sanctification and the Word as Redemption. We do not cease. The Latter, to pour forth the merits of His Blood. And the Former, the charisms of His Power for your good.


"Trust. Love has always won out."

Be Pure, Holy, and One with God


(Jesus speaks of purification and cauterisation…)


"Fire responds to fire. In Paradise it is the fire of perfect love. In Purgatory
 it is the fire of purifying love. In Hell it is the fire of offended love. Since the elect loved to perfection, Love gives Itself to them in Its Perfection. Since those being purged loved in lukewarm fashion, Love becomes a flame to take them to Perfection. Since the accursed burned with all fires ‑ except with the Fire of God ‑ the Fire of God's wrath burns them eternally…


"Meditate, O children, on these words of Mine. The sick are given bitter medicine; the cancer patients’ diseased areas are cauterized and cut out. For you, sick and suffering from cancer, this is a surgeon's medicine and cauterization. Do not refuse it. Use it to heal yourselves. The duration of life is not these few days on earth. Life begins when it seems to you to be ending, and it no longer has an end.


"Have it flow on for you, in the place where God's light and joy make eternity beautiful, and not where Satan is the eternal Torturer."

(Jesus asks: "Why holiness?... In truth I tell you"...)

"In my Heaven there are sanctity and saints with the most varied characteristics, but there is no one who has obtained sanctity out of the desire to be known and celebrated among men for this reason. One is there because of martyrdom; another, because he was a hermit; another, because he was a tireless worker of hearts through preaching; and another, because he consumed himself in silence and prayer; this one, because he loved My Childhood; and that one, because he loved My torture
. And also [there are] those who were knights of the Most Pure Woman, and those who were heralds of the great King. But there is no one, no one, who is holy because he thought of being such, so as to bear a halo in the eyes of the world.

"You do not see the saints on the day when their sanctity is proclaimed on earth... With the accuracy in observation which children possess, they think, 'But there's no comparison to what I already have.' And they remain indifferent to the gift, continuing to observe and caress what they already had.

"The saints have God... Does the halo increase their joy? They already have a complete, perfect one. They have God...

"Humble because they are saints, they think, 'What did I do that was special? I obeyed the command of God my Father so He would be happy.' And they are already so happy that earthly festivities leave them indifferent. I said 'festivities', not the prayers of the faithful. These prayers are requests which far‑off friends send to those who, because they are at God's side, can speak to Him more directly about their needs. This is charity. And charity, practiced to perfection by them in life, has become even more perfect since it was fused to Charity Itself.

"Desire sanctity with purity, then. And desire the gifts which help you to possess it, but with purity of heart. That is, with the sole desire of reuniting yourselves to God as soon as possible, so as to love Him even more, and to be of benefit to your brothers and sisters with your merits, through the communion of the saints..."

(Azariah offers "the Christ" as a model, and says:)

"This is the Christ who says to you, 'Be as I am. Be perfect', and proposes Himself to you as a model. For He knows that you can imitate Him if you immolate yourselves completely to charity, as He immolated Himself to Charity. For this is the secret of perfection and of imitation of Jesus Christ Our Lord: to be able to immolate oneself to love, with Christ and like Christ, and for the same purposes as Christ did, according to his Word of doctrine, which is wisdom and grace. And He has given and gives you [this doctrine] so that, together with the Sacraments, it will be the Way, the Truth, Life, and Light for you, as He is..."

(Azariah speaks of being "one with God"...)

"...The words of the liturgy state, 'It is God who makes those of the same character dwell in His house'
... A concept contained in the statement by Jesus Our Lord: 'Remain in Me and I in you.... If anyone remains in Me and I in Him, he bears much fruit'
. And in that of the divine prayer: 'May they all be one, as You are in Me, 0 Father, and I in You'
. Words which, gathered by the Apostle of Love... the one who had understood Charity: 'Whoever loves is born of God and knows Him.... God is Love.... If we love one another, God dwells in us, and His charity in us is perfect. By this we know that we are in Him and that He is in us ‑ from the fact that He has given us His Spirit...'

Help with Not Judging

(The Holy Spirit says:)

"...No one knows how God guides individual souls. No one is so powerful as to be able to always judge with justice. There are creatures who, through their pride, appear as rebels or guilty to the short-sighted. And yet they are not, while others truly are, but through their shrewdness they have the ap​pearance of being just ones by operating properly on the outside, [but they operate] poorly on the inside. They have the appearance of being just ones, yet they are doubly unjust, for they feign and act perniciously.

"'Judge not '
 said the Word of truth. And it would be the perfect rule. However, if you judge - for however humble or powerful you may be - judge at least with love, always, not being able - because of your limitations as men - to penetrate inside of men and discern the 'reasons' of their every ac​tion. You must know that nothing is a secret to the All-See​ing - even if in secret you carry out your unjust actions and pronounce your insincere, unjust and uncharitable judge​ments upon your neighbour. God sees you and hears you whilst you act and speak, and He judges you, He, yes, with a just and final judgement.

"It will not be for having been powerful that you will be spared the judgement of God. Rather, since more has been given to you, the more rigorous the judgement will be
 when - as with every man - you will have to present yourselves be​fore God in order to account for your actions. And for each one who has been placed more highly than the mass of the flock of Christ - either out of being in office, or through ex​traordinary election - remember that sometimes only one sin against Love - that is, against the Holy Spirit who is the Spirit of Wisdom, Mercy, Justice and Love - can destroy all the merits of a life lived in the Law. God can strike you im​mediately, after you have struck Him in a servant of His, or in a work of love of His. He can strike you, as He struck Adam
, immediately after one of your sins of pride. And then? To what avail will your previous works have been? And what of your being in office? And what of your ex​traordinary election?...

"Even though Jesus was the Mercy Incarnate, He clearly told of the fate that awaits the one who scandalizes souls with unjust actions..."

(Azariah asks:)

"Do you have to live with someone you don't like? First of all, don't judge
. You are unable to judge. Man only very rarely judges with justice. But even when judging with justice, on the basis of positive elements examined without preconceptions and human acrimony, do not be at fault in charity. For in addition to your neighbor, you would be committing a fault towards his guardian angel. If you were able to think this way, how much easier it would be for you to overcome dislike and resentment...

"Soul of mine, meditate on the way the Lord honors you, and the way we angels honor you and give you a chance to help us - Him, the Divine One, and us, his spiritual ministers ‑ with appropriate words to get your fellows back on the right track. And above all, [follow] the example of conduct which is unvarying in Goodness. Unvarying in the sense of not bending to indulgence and compromise so as not to lose human friendship, [but] eager only not to lose that of God and His angels... Help your neighbor's angel, and you will find him, too, in Heaven."

Separated Christians, and Non-Christians

(Jesus says:)

"Those who close their hearts to mercy, close their hearts to God. For God is in your brothers and sisters, and those who are not merciful to their brothers and sisters are not merciful to God.
"God cannot be divided from his sons and daughters, and consider carefully that you that live are all sons and daughters of the Eternal, Who created you. Even those who apparently are not, because they live outside my Church, are. Do not think it is licit to be harsh and selfish because someone is not one of your own. The origin is single: the Father...

"God is not exclusive to Catholics, and those Catholics who do not work for non-Catholics err greatly. They do not work in the Father's interest - they are just parasites who live off the Father without giving Him filial assistance. God has no need of assistance because He is most powerful. But He wants it from you, just the same.

"God circulates like life - giving blood in the veins of the whole body of the Universe. In this great body created by Him, Catholicity is the center. But how could the most distant members be vivified by God, if the center locked itself within itself with its Treasure, and excluded the members from this benefit?

"God is also where a different faith or a different spirit makes one think He is not. And in truth I tell you that what is true is not what appears. Many Catholics are destitute of God, more than a savage is. For many Catholics are sons and daughters of God in name only; even worse, they deride this name, and cause it to be derided through the works of hypocritical life, whose manifestations are the antithesis of the dictates of My Law... Whereas in the faith of a non-Catholic, mistaken in essence but corroborated by an upright life, the sign of the Father is more present. These are creatures who need only to know the Truth. The false children, on the other hand, are creatures who must know Respect and Love for God, in addition to the Truth..."

(The Holy Spirit says:)

"Here is the promise. And here is the reply to whoever believes that only a Catholic can save himself...
"God has every power. God has every mercy. And His joy is to communicate Himself to the spirits who yearn for the unknown God
 - whom they feel exists without knowing how, who, where He is, nor how to go to Him...

"Many. Many. Yes. Because God justifies the uncircum​cised by means of faith, and the circumcised by means of faith. And truly, many times the uncircumcised - out of the mysterious faith that inspires them (a divine gift to these with good will), without knowing the works prescribed by the Law - work better than those who know them, by show​ing thus that faith is even more valuable than the Law in saving man. Because where there is faith in an unknown God, Who loves and rewards for the good done in His hon​our, there is hope and there is love. And where there is love, there is salvation. Because truly, at the end of time, those who were not baptized with water will be baptized with Fire, that is, with the Love given as a reward for their love."

(Jesus says:)

"When a man, even when far from knowledge of the true God, knows, by the elevation of an upright soul, that there must be a God, and in his heart raises an altar to the unknown God of whom Paul speaks150, this man is much closer to God than those who, after having been instructed about the existence of God, have wanted to apply human theories to God's wondrous works..."

And Israel?

(The Holy Spirit takes this one step further, and after referring to Israel’s rejection of Jesus and His teachings, He says:)
"...God wanted to punish Israel, who had by now only the written code of the divine Law, but not the Spirit
...

"He drew salvation, mercy, and eternal glory for the Gentiles; and in place of the Temple and of the demolished altars - as it had been said by the Prophets and by Christ - and of the old sacrifices, He reconstructed the new Temple
, and the new altar, and the new perpetual and most holy Sacrifice...

"All the people were admitted and are admitted to this Temple, altar, and sacrifice. Because every man is created by God, he has the same origin, the same end, and the same rights of a child with the Father who is merciful and com​passionate towards all who turn towards Him...
"I will say to those who were not My People (the Gentiles), 'You are My people', and they shall say to Me, 'You are my God.'

"And still, prophesying to the few who, of the already numerous People of God, of the People of 'He who is'
 of ancient time and of the Ancient Temple - who would have become the new People of God, of Jesus and of the new Tem​ple - it is said, 'The remnants, the remnants, I say, of Jacob (that is, the just Israelites like those of the direct lineage and of the primigenials of Jacob) shall be converted to the mighty God.'

"And it is said that which Paul says, by quoting other points of the prophesies of Hosea
 and Isaiah. And that which was said was accomplished; the Gentiles became His people together with the few Israelites who knew how to receive the Christ, thus becoming the 'children of God'.

"Children are much more than subjects. Because subjects are not permitted to live in the royal household, whereas this is granted to children. And the children of God, brothers of Christ, will live in the House of the King of kings forever..."

"One of the signs of the final coming of God, and of the Judgement that will follow the end of the world, is the con​version of Israel
, which will be the extreme conversion of the world to God.

"Why are they the last, they who were the first to be the people of God? It is through an eternal and human decree.

"Nor does the eternal decree seem unjust. They, who were already the first - rather: the only ones - in knowing the eternal truths, should have been the very first of the new people of God: of the Christian people. [This is] just as Adam and his companion should have been the very first of the celestial people. However, not having exercised good will... Israel will be reproached by God. And from being the first, it will become the last to en​ter into the Kingdom of Christ162.

"Adam is a good example of what it means to sink into the reproachfulness of God. He had to wait for a good number of centuries and millennia in the underworld, de​spite having already expiated his sin for a long time on Earth, before re-entering into at least terrestrial Paradise where Enoch and Elijah
 had already been enjoying the joy​ful friendship of God for centuries...
"It is also to be believed that not all of Israel will be reproached and excluded, and this - thanks to the merit of its fathers (the patriarchs, prophets and the just ones of the Hebrew people)...
"Why did the elect people have to be the very one who was most guilty? Could God not have prevented them from becoming so? As He had fulgurated Saul
, could He not have fulgurated the Chief Priests, the Pharisees and the scribes in order to convert them to the Truth and Justice? He certainly could have. But where, then, is the merit of their conversion, which would not have been spontaneous, but forced by a divine and powerful will?

"Was there or was there not a mysterious motive in this conduct of God? There certainly was, because God does not do anything without a purpose and end. And every end is just, even if it is mysterious for mortals.

"The moment will come in which all things worked by God, incomprehensible at this time, will be revealed to you. And then, together with Paul, you will repeat, 'Oh the depths of the riches of the Wisdom and knowledge of God!'

Heaven, Purgatory, Hell – and Justice for All

(The Holy Spirit speaks of justice, and Judgement Day...)

"Truly, on Judgement Day
, one will see amongst those who will be on the right [side] of the Son of Man
, many of those whom men judged as not elected to the Kingdom because they did not belong to the Church. While on His left there will be many, who for having been, at least in ap​pearance - for only God knows the truth of things - living members of the mystical Body, men had judged as certain co-heirs of Heaven. And the astonishment of those who had judged will be great, as well as that of the two catego​ries of the judged.

"The elect, through mysterious operations of God and seconded by their upright conscience, will say, 'Why are we here if we did not know You nor serve You as You say, by feeding You, by giving You drink, and by receiving You and visiting You?'
"And the just Judge, Who died in order to give eternal Life to all those of good will, will reply, 'Because you have known Me without knowing it, and without knowing it, you have served Me through the love that was given to your neighbour. You have helped Me because even a sip of wa​ter given out of love to one who was thirsty, has been love given to Me.'
"And the rejected will ask, 'How can You close Your Kingdom to us if we were Yours?'
"And He will reply, 'As you closed your heart to the needs of your brothers, so I, too, close to you the doors of the Kingdom. That which you did not do to the least amongst you, you did not do to Me, and with greater grav​ity of sin because you knew of Me, of My Gospel and of the Law. Go, therefore, a long way away from Me, workers of iniquity, because he who is like Me is My brother, and you, under the hypocritical mask, do not resemble Me - for your being without Love, which is My Nature.'
"This is where the resemblance lies: in love - the most perfect Love in the First-born amongst the brothers, and a love that aspired to become the most perfect possible, in the brothers of Christ, in the flesh, and in faith. Whoever does not live in love, and does not practice works of love, is not a brother of Christ - who loved as far as dying for His brothers. And therefore, he is not His co-heir..."

(Maria Valtorta describes a vision she has had, of Heaven:)

I shall attempt to describe the inexpressible, ineffable, beatific vision in the late evening yesterday... [Before writing], I did all my daily penances
. But I did not even feel them. The eyes of my spirit were "seeing" the sublime vision, and it was annulling bodily sensitivity. I thus understand the reason why the martyrs could smilingly endure those horrid tortures... The joy of the vision annulled the indigence of the flesh, sensitive to all suffering.

And now I shall try to describe.

I have seen Paradise again...371 but let us proceed in orderly fashion.

Even the eyes of the spirit ‑ though much more capable of withstanding the Light than the poor eyes of the body... ‑ need to accustom themselves by degrees, to contemplation of this lofty Beauty...


First of all, then, last night I saw a sort of immense rose. I say "rose" to provide an idea of these circles of jubilant light which centered increasingly around a point of unbearable splendor... The most radiant light of eternal Love. Topaz and liquid gold turned into a flame... Oh, I don't know how to explain! [God] shone forth on high, on high and alone, set in the immaculate and most radiant sapphire of the Empyrean, and from Him the Light descended in unending waves. The Light penetrated the rose of the blessed and the angelic choirs... but I did not distinguish saints or angels. I saw only the immeasurable festoons of the circles of the celestial flower...


The vision opened into broader splendors, as if coming closer and closer to me, enabling me to observe it with my spiritual eyes, now accustomed to the first splendor, and capable of withstanding a brighter one.
And I saw God the Father: Radiance in the radiance of Paradise. Lines of most radiant light, extremely white, incandescent... Oh, how one sees that it is spirit! It is All. So perfect that it is All. It is nothing because not even the touch of any other spirit in Paradise could touch God. A most perfect Spirit, even in His immateriality. Light, Light, nothing but Light.

In front of God the Father was God the Son. In the robe of His glorified Body, upon which there shone the royal garb covering His most holy Members without concealing His super-indescribable beauty. Majesty and Goodness fused into this Beauty of His. The carbuncles of His five Wounds shot forth five swords of light over all of Paradise, and increased its splendor and that of His glorified Person...


His whole Body emitted light... flesh which is light... His smile was light, and His gaze, light, light piercing from His most beautiful Brow, without wounds. But it seemed that, in the places where the thorns had once drawn blood and brought pain, there now transuded brighter luminosity.

Jesus was standing, holding His royal banner... A little below Him... was the Most Blessed Virgin. As lovely as She is in Heaven ‑ that is, with Her perfect human beauty glorified into heavenly beauty. She was standing between the Father and the Son, who were a few meters apart (just to use sensory comparisons)... with Her hands  ‑ Her gentle, snow‑white, small, very lovely hands ‑ crossed over Her breast. And Her face ‑ Her tender, perfect, loving, very delicate face – was slightly upraised, gazing at the Father and the Son in adoration.

Filled with veneration, She was looking at the Father... She was saying, "Sanctus!" and "I adore You!" with Her look alone.

Filled with love, She was gazing at Her Jesus... Every caress of Her soft eyes was saying, "I love You!"... as if He were on Her lap, surrounded by Her motherly arms, just as ‑ and more than ‑ in His Childhood and Death. She was saying, "My Son!" and "My joy!" and "My love!" with Her look alone...


From time to time She would uplift Her face and gaze even more, to seek out the Love that was shining high above Her, perpendicularly. And then its dazzling light, made of a pearl turned into light, became ignited as if a flame were assailing it, to set it on fire and make it more beautiful. She would receive the kiss of Love, and reach out with all Her humility and purity, with Her charity, to respond with a caress to the Caress and say, "Here I am. I am Your Bride and I love You and am Yours. Yours for eternity," And the Spirit would flame forth more brightly when Mary's gaze would merge with His splendors.

And Mary would turn Her glance back to the Father and the Son. It seemed that, having been made the repository of Love, She was distributing it. What a poor image I convey! I shall state it better. It seemed that the Spirit was choosing Her to be the one who, gathering all Love into Herself, would then bear it to the Father and the Son so that the Three would join and kiss One Another, becoming One. Oh, the joy of comprehending this poem of love! And to see the mission of Mary, the Seat of Love!

But the Spirit did not concentrate His splendors on Mary alone... It was descending in a perpetual caress upon the Father and the Son, clasping Them in a ring of splendor. And it expanded further, after having been beatified by contact with the Father and the Son, who responded with love to Love, and extended over all of Paradise.

And Paradise was thus revealed in its details... There were angels. Higher than the blessed, circles around the Hub of Heaven that is the Triune God, with the virginal Gem of Mary as its heart... Perfect and eternal spirits, they are outlines of light, inferior only to that of God the Father, with an indescribable form of beauty. They adore... They send forth harmonies. With what? I do not know. Perhaps with the heartbeat of their love... They shine like motionless waters struck by bright sun. But their love is a song. And it is such a sublime harmony that only a grace of God can allow one to hear it without dying of joy...
