CHAPTER 7.  OTHER SIGNIFICENT PASSAGES
Man’s Bestiality Before the Flood  (Cont’d.)
(Jesus continues His explanation – to Maria Valtorta – of the news of a discovery of apemen in a cave. The key is in chapter six of Genesis, and He says:)

"...Cain sinned against love for God and love for his neighbor. He violated love completely, God cursed him, and Cain did not repent. He and his children were thus nothing but children of the animal called man
"If the first sin of Adam made man degenerate to such a degree, what measure of decadence must have been produced by the second, to which God's curse was joined? What must have been the sources of sin in the heart of the animal‑man, and what power must they have reached after Cain had not only listened to the counsel of the Accursed One, but embraced him as his beloved master, killing as ordered by him? The descent of one branch, the one poisoned by Satanic possession, knew no rest and took on a thousand faces. When Satan seizes, he corrupts in all ramifications. When Satan is king, the subject becomes a satan. A satan with all the unbridledness of Satan. A satan going against divine and human law. A satan violating even the most elementary and instinctive norms of life among men endowed with a soul, and becoming brutish with the foulest sins of bestial man. 

"Wherever God is not present, Satan is. Wherever man no longer has a living soul, he is the beast‑man. The beast loves the beasts. Carnal lust ‑ more than carnal, because it is seized and sharpened by Satan ‑ makes him avid for all unions. What is horrid and disturbing, like a nightmare, strikes him as beautiful and seductive. What is licit does not satisfy him. It is too little and too honest. He is mad with lust for what is illicit, degrading, and bestial.

"Those who were no longer children of God - because, with their father and like their father, they had fled God to accept Satan - ventured precisely into what is illicit, degrading, and bestial. And they had monsters as sons and daughters. Those [are the] monsters who now impress your scientists and lead them into error. Because of their powerful physique and savage beauty and ferocious boldness ‑ results of the union between Cain and the beasts, between the most beastly children of Cain and the brutes – they seduced the children of God ‑ that is, the descendants of Seth through Enos, Cainan, Mahalaleel, Jared, Enoch of Jared
. (This is not to be confused with Enoch of Cain, Methuselah, Lamech, and Noah, the father of Shem, Ham, and Japheth.) It was then that God ‑ to keep the branch of the children of God from being entirely corrupted by the branch of the children of men ‑ sent the universal deluge to extinguish men's lust under the weight of the waters, and to destroy the monsters begotten by the lust of the godless, who were insatiable in sensuality because they were aroused by the fires of Satan.

"Man, contemporary man, jabbers about somatic lines and zygomatic angles. And in not wanting to admit a Creator - because he is too proud to acknowledge he has been made - he admits descent from the beasts! in order to say to himself, 'By ourselves we evolved from animals into men.' He degrades himself and practices self‑degradation, because he refuses to humble himself before God. And he is sinking. Oh, he is really sinking! In the times of the initial corruption, his appearance was animal. Now his thought and heart are [animal]. And his soul - because of deeper and deeper union with evil - has taken on Satan's visage in too many cases.

"Write this dictation in the book. I would have dealt with the subject in greater breadth, as I told you in the place of your exile
, to refute the blameworthy theories of too many pseudo-experts. But there must clearly be a punishment for those who do not want to hear Me in the words you write under my dictation
. I would have revealed great mysteries, so that man would know, now that the times are ripe. It is no longer a time to content the masses with fables. Under the metaphor of the ancient stories, there are the key truths for all the mysteries in the universe. And I would have explained them through my little, patient John, so that man would draw strength from knowing the truth, to climb back up from the abyss, and to be on the same level as the enemy in the final struggle which will precede the end of a world... 

"And show this page, without handing it over, to the ones you know you should. For one, it will help against the remains of a pseudoscience atrophying the heart; for others, it will assist an already strong spirituality, through which they may see the unmistakable sign of God in everything..."

(The Holy Spirit says:)

"...There perished in the flood the corrupt branches of humanity, groping in the darkness consequent to the fall. It was a darkness in which only for the few just ones, there reached once again - as through heavy fogs - a sole ray of the lost star: the memory of God and His promise.

"Therefore, once the monsters were destroyed, Human​ity was preserved and multiplied again from the lineage of Noah, judged just by God. Thus it was returned to the first nature of the first man, still made of matter and spirit, and remained so even after sin had stripped the spirit of divine Grace and of its innocence.

"When and how was man to receive the soul, if he was the end product of an evolution of brutes? Is one to suppose that the brutes received the spiritual soul together with animal life? The immortal soul? The intelligent soul? The free soul? Just the thought of it is blasphemous. How then could they pass on what they did not have? And could God have offended Himself by infusing the spiritual soul - His divine breath
 - into an animal which had evolved for as long as one wishes to think, but nevertheless having come from a long procreation of brutes? Even this thought is offensive to the Lord..."

Is There Still a Limbo?

(Walking through the countryside, Jesus is speaking of Heaven to a little boy Jabez – later to be called Marjiam -  who is grieving for both his parents who were lost in a landslide. Jabez asks:)

« You said that You will open the gates of Heaven
. Are they not closed because of the great Sin? My mother used to say that no one could enter until forgiveness had come and the just were waiting for it in Limbo. »

« It is so. But preaching the word of God I will go to the Father and… having obtained forgiveness for you, I will say to Him: "Father, I have fulfilled Your will. Now I want My reward for My sacrifice. Let the just, who are waiting, come to Your Kingdom". And the Father will say to Me: "Let it be done as You wish". I will then come down and I will call all the just, and at the sound of My voice Limbo will open its gates and the holy Patriarchs, the bright Prophets, the blessed women of Israel will come out rejoicing. And do you know how many children? There will be children of all ages, as many as the flowers in a flowery meadow! And they will follow Me singing and will ascend to the beautiful Paradise. »

« And will my mother be there? »

« Most certainly. »…
« Oh! How I love You! » The child, who is still in Jesus' arms, presses against His neck and kisses Him with such joyful effusion that is really moving.

Jesus kisses him, too, and puts him down....

(Late in His Public Life, Jesus visits the synagogue of the Roman Freedmen in Jerusalem, and is asked by the synagogue leader:)
« You said that some will become glorious at once in Heaven. Is Heaven not closed? Are the just not in Limbo awaiting to enter it? »

« It is so. Heaven is closed. And it will be opened only by the Redeemer. But His hour has come. I solemnly tell you that the day of Redemption is already dawning in the east and it will soon be broad daylight. I solemnly tell you that no other feast will come, after this one, before that day. I solemnly tell you that I am already forcing the gates, as I am already on the top of the mountain of My sacrifice… My sacrifice is already pressing against the gates of Heaven because it is already active. Remember, man, that when it is accomplished, the sacred curtains and the celestial gates will be opened. Because Jehovah will no longer be present with His glory in the Holy of Holies, and it will be useless to put a veil between the Incognoscible One and mortals. And Mankind, who preceded us and was just, will go back to where it was destined, with the First-Born heading it, already a complete whole in body and spirit, and His brothers wearing the garment of light that they will have until also their bodies are called to the jubilation. »...

 (Jesus speaks of Lazarus, whom He had brought back from Limbo before He opened the Gates of Heaven...)
"It is I who have overcome death and Death, I who have called back to Life the dead in Limbo. They were sleeping. Like Lazarus, whose resurrection veils this truer one
. I called them. And they rose again. I, born of a woman who was the daughter of Adam, but without the original stain - that is, as all the children of Adam should have been - am thus the Firstborn, in the natural order, of Adam, born alive in the midst of those begotten dead of Adam.

(And what about now – is there still a Limbo? Jesus speaks to His apostles about the basic equality of all souls…)


« After the end of the world no other virtue will survive except Charity, that is, the Union of all the creatures who lived in justice, with the Creator. There will not be several Heavens: one for Israel, one for Christians, one for Catholics, one for Gentiles, one for heathens. There will be one Heaven only. And likewise there will be one reward only: God, the Creator, Who rejoins His creatures who lived according to justice, and in whom, because of the beauty of the souls and bodies of saints, He will admire Himself with the joy of Father and of God. There will be one Lord only. Not one Lord for Israel, one for Catholicism, one for each of the other religions.


I will now reveal a great truth to you. Remember it. Hand it down to your successors. Do not always wait for the Holy Spirit to clarify the truth after years or centuries of darkness. Listen. You may say: "Then, what justice is there in belonging to the holy religion, if at the end of the world we shall be treated exactly as the Gentiles?". I reply to you: the same justice which there is and it is true justice - for those who, although they belong to the holy religion, will not be beatified, because they did not lead a holy life. A virtuous heathen, only because he lived according to choice virtue, convinced that his religion was good, will have Heaven at the end. When? At the end of the world, when of the four abodes of the dead, two only will remain: that is, Paradise and Hell. Because Justice, at that time, will only be able to keep and give the two eternal kingdoms to those, who from the tree of free will, chose good fruits or wanted wicked ones.


But what a long expectation before a virtuous heathen achieves that reward!… Do You not think so? And that expectation, particularly from the moment when Redemption will have taken place with all its consequent wonders and the Gospel will have been preached all over the world, will be the purgation of the souls which lived with justice in other religions, but were not able to enter the true Faith, after they became acquainted with its existence and the proof of its reality. Their abode will be Limbo for centuries, until the end of the world.


The believers in the true God, who were not heroically holy, will have a long Purgatory, which may last until the end of the world for some of them. But after expiating and waiting, the good, irrespective of their provenance, will all sit at the right hand of God; the wicked, whichever their provenance may be, at the left hand and then in the dreadful Hell, while the Saviour will enter the eternal Kingdom with all the good souls. »

(But what of the unbaptized just, who may have to wait for centuries in Limbo, before entering Heaven? Jesus says:)

"...A great number of the just had been waiting for centuries and millennia for the Redemption, in purifying them from sin, to allow them to come to form part of the Kingdom of God, where only those who have supernatural Life in themselves can enter. An even greater number of men who have come after Christ are waiting to enter, when their purification from serious voluntary sins is completed, or when Most Perfect Justice opens the Heavens to all who lived and acted with charity and justice - according to the law of conscience - to serve and honor thereby the Being Whom they felt existed, thus forming part of the soul of the Church.

“It is unthinkable that God - Perfect Charity Who has created all souls, predestining them to Grace - should exclude from His Kingdom those who, through no fault of their own, have not received Baptism. What sin have they committed? Did they spontaneously wish to be born in places which were not Catholic? Are the new-born who die at birth responsible for not being baptized? Can God act cruelly towards all of these who are not the "church" in the strict sense of the word, but are such in having received their souls from God and having died as innocents - because they died at birth, or lived as just people through their natural tendency to do good in order, in that way, to honor the Supreme Good, to whose existence everything in and around them bore witness?... Why this severity, if not because for centuries and millennia those souls of innocents are separated from God, in a state which is not a punishment, but not joyful, either? Can it be thought that the Most Good, who has pre destined all men to Grace, would deprive of it those who - by no spontaneous choice - are not Catholics?

"’My Father has many mansions in Heaven,’
 Christ said. When this world is no more, but there is a new world - a new heaven, and the new tabernacles of the Eternal Jerusalem
 - and all the rational creation receives its glorification with the exaltation of the Risen Ones, who were the just, to possess the Eternal Kingdom of God, those were united only to the soul of the Church will also have their dwelling in Heaven. For only Heaven and Hell will remain eternally, and it cannot be thought that Charity would damn to eternal torment creatures undeserving of it..."

(The Holy Spirit speaks of the emptying of Limbo at the Last Judgement...)

« ...It will be an im​mense crowd... of every nation, tribe, people, language, onto whom, on the last day - through the infinite merits of Christ immolated as far as to the extreme drop of blood and body fluid - there will be impressed the seal of the living God for the salvation and reward, before the ex​treme and final judgement.

Their virtues, their spontaneous obedience to the law of virtues, will have baptized them without any other bap​tism, consecrated without any other chrism than that of the infinite merits of the Saviour. Limbo will no longer be the abode of the just ones. Just as on the night of Good Friday, Limbo had emptied itself of its just ones
 because the Blood spilled by the Redeemer had cleansed them from original sin. So too, on Judgement Day, the merits of Christ - triumphing over every enemy - will absolve them of not hav​ing been of His flock for their firm faith of being in the right religion, and will reward them for their virtue exer​cised in life.

If it were not so, God would be cheating these just ones who gave themselves a law of justice and who defended justice and virtue. And God never cheats. It sometimes takes a long time for it to be accomplished, though always certain is His reward...

[On that day]. Purgatory will no longer exist, and its inhabitants will pass over to the Kingdom of God. And also Limbo will no longer exist, because the Redeemer is the same for all men who follow justice in order to hon​our God in Whom they believe, and to tend towards Him, just as they know Him, with all their strength... »

Good Conscience, and the Moral Law

(In this next extract, the Holy Spirit speaks of Gentiles who are specially “justified”...) 
« ... The martyrdom of sorrow is always in the life of the elect, who also show their justice through their love of sorrow, not only endured with resignation, but also requested as an eighth sacrament and as a ninth beatitude, in order to be an​ointed as victims and be true effigies of Jesus-Victim...
Love is truly the gift of gifts, the means to maintain the gift of Grace, the development of virtues, and the attain​ment of the ultimate goal. For this reason, it is given by the Holy Spirit, Spirit of the Divine Spirit, essence of the most perfect and reciprocal love of the Father and of the Son, proceeding from Their kiss, from Their mutual affinity and from their jubilant contemplation.

The will of man can make this gift of the Spirit of Love very active, sufficient in itself to obtaining the end for which men had been created: the predestination to Grace and to Glory, Because, in truth, all those who are moved by love become "children of God"
, since their every action inspires love, that is, to the good towards He Whose presence they feel even if they do not exactly know Him, and towards their fellow creatures. Therefore, they live according to the natural-moral law, preserved by God the Creator in the heart of man.

It is of these people that St. Paul writes, "When the Gentiles, who have not the law, do that which the law im​poses, and by not having a law, are a law unto themselves and they show that the fear of the law is written in their hearts and bears witness to their conscience... they will be justified on the day in which God, through Jesus Christ, will judge the secret actions of men."

As a matter of fact, whoever acts with a good conscience - by following the dictates of the moral law - shows that he has a Christian soul by nature, open to Good and to the Truth. And Jesus, Who died so that men could have eternal Life - men of good will - will be their justification. Be​cause all those - who though not knowing of God as He is known by Catholics, firmly believe that God He is a just and provident God, [and] He who remunerates each and every​one according to individual merits - belong to the soul of the Church. [They do so] out of the love which they feel for Him; out of the love and justice which they have for their neighbour and for themselves; out of the desire of God; and out of the perfect contrition of the sins which could have been com​mitted…
I say that love, truly lived and practiced, and the sincere repentance of sins which could have been unintentionally committed, are the baptism of desire, worthy of implicit participation in the Mystical Body, and therefore, participation in Grace. Only God, and the men in whom God operates, are familiar with the divine actions that lead human beings to the salvation and celestial knowledge of the Truth, for which they have been created... »

Attention to Detail

(Jesus says:)
"...When an artist is preparing to carry out a work, does he limit himself to creating a rough design; if he is a sculptor, to doing a sketch; if a painter or raising walls, if he is an architect? No. After the work of approximation, he gets down to the details. These take much longer to finish than the preparatory work. But it is these that create a masterpiece.

"To perfect that creation, how lovingly the sculptor works with chisel and hammer on the marble, which already seems to be alive to those who are not expert! He is so precise and intent in his work, that he resembles a goldsmith. But see how that face of stone takes on life under the caress ‑ it is so attentive and light that it is now a caress ‑ of the tool. The eyes seem to be adorned with a glance; the nostrils seem to swell with respiration; the mouth becomes as soft as the curving of slightly warm lips; and the hair, ah, is no longer hard in the stone, but airy and pliant, as if the wind were flowing through it or a loving hand were tousling it.

"Observe that painter. The cloth is already finished. It is beautiful ‑ it looks lovely, perfect. But he does not rest. Look, here a blue ‑ black shadow is needed, and there, a touch of carmine. On this flower shining in the hand of this virgin, a spark of sunlight is needed to make it stand out in its pearly whiteness. On this cheek a teardrop is needed to bring life to the ecstatic joy, arising suddenly in the midst of torments. This flowering field, where these flocks pass by and graze, should be sprinkled with dew to bring out the flowers' silkiness. The painter does not rest until the work is so perfect as to prompt the exclamation, 'It's real!'… And this is what you must do with the masterwork of your spiritual life.

"But what do you think? That I - who was so foreign to discourses - added words for the pleasure of saying them? No. I said what was strictly necessary to bring you to perfection. And if - in the great teaching of the Gospel - there are the resources to give salvation to your souls, in the most minute touches there are the resources to give you perfection.

"The former are commands. To disobey them means to die to Life
. The latter are counsels. To obey these means to have a more and more ardent sanctity, and to approach the Father's Perfection increasingly
".

Pilgrimages, Other Writings, and Translations 

 (Jesus answers a concern Maria had expressed to Him, about not having ever gone to see the Holy Land. He says:)


"Some days ago you said you are dying without having fulfilled the desire to see the Holy Places. You see them, and it is the way they were when I sanctified them with My presence. Now, after twenty centuries of profanations arising from hate or love, they are no longer the way they were. Consider, then, that you see them, and those going to Palestine do not. And do not be saddened by this.

"The second point: you complain that even those books which speak of Me seem to hold no relish for you any longer, whereas you greatly loved them before. This also comes from your present condition. How can you want human works to seem more perfect to you, when you know the truth of events through My action? It is what happens with even good translations. They always mutilate the energy of the original phrase. Human descriptions - whether they be of places, events, or feelings - are 'translations' and thus always incomplete, inexact, if not in words and events, in feelings. Especially now that rationalism has brought such sterility. Consequently, when one is led by Me to see and know, every other description is cold and leaves one dissatisfied and displeased..."

THE HOLY SPIRIT’S DICTATIONS ON WARS 

AND NATURAL DISASTERS

PART 1


(On June 12, 1953 – the Feast of the Sacred Heart, the Holy Spirit says:)
“On this same feast three years ago, when the war in Korea was about to break out, I already said how strongly disturbed and troubled is the Divine Justice toward all of Humanity for its way of acting. And I announced to you [Maria], that because of this, terrible chastisements would have descended upon the Earth. The facts: floods, cyclones [hurricanes], earthquakes with victims and disasters everywhere, have confirmed My statement. But today I repeat to you that Divine Justice is at the limit of its tolerance.
“Do not blame what is happening on anything else but the piling up of sins of every kind being committed always more on Earth. [They are] horrible sins against the Faith, the Church, good morals; unnameable vices - compared to which adultery is still a small thing; hatred and desire of death against the Church and the Priesthood; crimes, sacrileges in actions and words - and I could continue endlessly. These things - and nothing else - are the cause of the misfortunes that have happened until now, and also of future [misfortunes], always more grievous, which will befall the Earth and Humanity because of the always more grievous faults committed.
“If you can find again [Maria] what I said in 1950, recopy it here. And pray, and urge prayer, that this corruption of Humanity may cease, if one wants to avoid frightful catastrophes. I am Wisdom and Truth, and I know what is to happen…”
PART 2


(On June 16, 1950 – the Feast of the Sacred Heart, the Holy Spirit says:)
“…No one can arrogate to himself to make observations nor impositions towards God, even if the manner kept by God towards individuals, nations, or to the whole of hu​manity, seems unjust to him … Because God is God, and everything - people and things of the past, present and future - are nothing com​pared to Him. One and Trine, Immense, Perfect in all of His Three Persons and in His admirable Unity, as He also is in His Attributes and Actions…

“He, God, being Love, cannot be but Justice. Because on​ly one who does not love is unjust towards his fellow crea​tures or to his children and brothers. However, one who loves is always just, and though acknowledging that the actions of one are unjust…  he is also just in punishing them, not exceeding in severity nor in indulgence, but by acting according to the measure that the sin requires.

“God loves. He loves His children as a Father; as Jesus, the Man- God, His brothers. Therefore, punishing, as in rewarding, is always just… To that justice which does not lean to any one side, nor to pressures, nor on gifts, nor on friendship or kinship, but with spirit superior to every other material and earthly thing, it judg​es, absolves or condemns, depending on what is required…

“It is said, "Love those who hate you and you will be children of the most High (Mt. 5:44-5)." Why? Because you will have perfect love. The greatest likeness and image with God (Gen. 1:26)… So you, if you take on the most important of the attributes of God, that which is His essence, you will take on the very Life of God in your​selves; you will live through Him and in Him, and you will become true children, not through equality in nature and substance, but through a supernaturalization of the be​ing, who in this way, becomes divinized through the rela​tive participation in the actions of God One and Trine and through likeness by doing what He always does: love.

“God says it to Moses, "I will have mercy... I will have compassion (Ex. 33:19)..." However, His mercy and compassion do not have their beginnings from that moment. Although they are united to divine justice, they already existed in Eden in the presence of the two prevaricators, condemned in time with work, sorrow, hardship, exile and death, but forgiven for all eternity with the promise of Redemption and through Redemption (Gen. 3:14-20)…
“The Father of the Word and of man, contem​plating ab eterno the future Creation in which everything would have been created "good" (Gen. 1:), saw the snake attack, corrupt, and poison everything, and bring you sorrow; He saw the fallen man, He saw Cain the murderer of Abel (Gen. 4:1-16), and the figure of another Cain (Israel) who would have killed the new Abel: His Word (Jn. 11:45-53)…

“Not God. God knows everything. However, His mercy and compassion do not die nor weaken. Rather, they are born precisely out of this eternal knowledge, and ab eter​no, They decree that since Man and men will be sinners and murderers of their eternal part and of their brothers, in order to make them again into the "living", "children" and "co-heirs", the Son needs to be sacrificed… And from the first Sin and from the second Sin - the one of Eden and the one of the Temple - will come the Re​demption.

“God always draws good from everything. He drew good from the Redemption, the measure of the divine Love which is infinite and most perfect, from the Sin of Adam. He drew the confirmation of His infinite power, justice, and goodness from the stubbornness of Pharaoh towards the divine orders that Moses, His servant, passed down to the Egyptian monarch (Ex. 7:8 – 12:34) who, in this way, understood - through the plagues which struck Egypt, the extermination of the first-born and of the Egyptians in the Red Sea - that God is the Lord, and the People of God knew it through the prodigies and were confirmed in its faith in the One God, in their God (Rev. 21:1-8). 
“He drew from the sin of Israel, crucifier of His Word incarnate, the beatific certainty of the Resurrection of the flesh and of the eternal Jerusalem, where the spirits of the just ascend and where the flesh of the just will then reunite with their spirits for an eternal life full of joy.

“The Good One draws good things from everything. It was only necessary that man, with his will which has to be good, knows how to draw his good from all that God does. How? By not rebelling and by not distancing himself from the Father of the Heavens if His hand is burdensome and His chalice bitter.

“You are sinners. All of you. Even the most good ones are imperfect. Jesus was innocent, holy, and perfect. And yet, the Father burdened him with the total load of the sins of men so that He could consummate it on Golgotha and He presented Him with the most bitter chalice, bitter with all the bitterness and all the repugnances: from the abandon​ment of His Father (Mt. 27:46; Mk. 15:34), the sorrow of His Mother, the betrayal of His friend and apostle, the cowardness of the other apostles, the denial of His Cephas (Mt. 26:69-75; Mk. 14:66-72; Lk. 22:55-62; Jn. 18:25-7) to the ingratitude of the people. Not one man amongst all men has carried and will carry the load, nor will he drink the chalice that crushed and saddened Christ: the Innocent.

“Know, therefore, how to imitate Him. In His perfect good will and in His most holy obedience in order to draw your good from everything which God permits to befall you for your own trial and for your own reward.”
