—  INTRODUCTORY  NOTE —
Reams have been written by theologians and spiritual writers on the Holy Eucharist, or Sacrifice of the Mass. Along with the  Holy Trinity and the Incarnation, the Eucharist is one of the central mysteries of the Christian Faith. Indeed, the Eucharist is itself a daily re-Incarnation of the living Christ in the virginal hands of His priest, as was His first Incarnation in the virginal womb of the Blessed Virgin. This is and has always been the ancient perennial faith of  Catholic Christians. And many of those reams of paper have been written precisely to defend this ancient faith against heresies down the ages that undermined or denied that the Eucharist is the real Presence of the risen, living Christ—Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity. Indeed, at the very moment when Christ told His disciples of His future gift of the Eucharist, and the need to eat His Body and drink His Blood, St. John tells us:  "...many of His disciples drew back and no longer went about with Him" [Jn 6:60, 66].
And so, too, in our own day:  a recent Gallup poll tells us that nearly 70 % of those who call themselves "Catholic" have drawn back and no longer go about with Him. They no longer believe that the Eucharist is indeed the Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity of  the living , risen Christ, present under the appearances of bread and wine. Much of this loss of faith today is attributed  to the irreverent, often illicit, and even invalid celebration of the Eucharist by dissident priests and laity in this post-Vatican II era. This sad situation has understandably stirred up a  longing among the faithful for the reverence and ritual fidelity of the former Latin Tridentine Mass.
In the brief article presented here and  specially translated for this web site from Valtorta's recently published [2006]  Quadernetti collection of Christ's Dictations and Revelations, we have the Master's own view of His Eucharist as He instituted It at the Last Supper the night before He died. If this presentation in any way helps to restore some of our reverence for and understanding of what the Eucharist is and was meant to be in the mind of Jesus, it will have served its purpose...

Jesus :
Listen well, Maria, this is a great lesson: The most proper name of the Mass or Sacrifice of the Altar, as you all now call it, is the "Breaking of the Bread." First, because the Mass originated on the evening of Holy Thursday. And secondly, because the Mass is the perpetual remembrance of My love which extends beyond that hour and that moment. 
My Passion, Crucifixion and Death were the historical hour and moment of My love, but the Eucharist is the always of My love for all of you.The Mass is the immolation of the Christ—contemplated not just in relation to the material consummation of My sacrifice, with My sufferings, wounds, beatings, crucifixion and death:  caused by men and willingly suffered by Me in obedience to My Father's Will for the salvation of the world. The Mass is also the loving and willing immolation of a God:  of the Word Who breaks Himself in order to give Himself as Bread, as Food for men, humiliating Himself even more than by His death on a Cross.
Nor is "humiliating" an improper word. Think, Maria, of those who sometimes receive Me, those into whom I descend: I, God,  the Pure, the Holy. I began at the table of the Last Supper to fuse Myself with the sacrilegious, with sinners, rebels against the Ten Commandments of Sinai and My Two Commandments of love. I began these fusions of Myself with sinners by descending into Judas. Since then, I:  the Saint of saints, the Pure of the pure, the Most Perfect, have been "welcomed" by impure lips still warm with lust, by lips blaspheming My Father, by homicidal hearts, by fevers of concupiscence:  by beings in whom there is denial, heresy, commerce with Hell, all the rottenness of fallen man, all the duplicity of false sentiments, all the calculating exhibition of a false faith, which in them is not true faith. Only God, and those with Him in Heaven, know the horrors that are consummated at the altar. And these horrors are much greater, immensely greater than the sacrilegious waves of Good Friday...
Yes, Maria. The Mass is the Breaking of the Bread, the Eucharistic sacrifice, which recalls the Sacrifice of Calvary. Because at the table of the Last Supper, already contemplating My immolated Body and My Blood shed for men, I had said: "This is My Body and this is My Blood, the Blood of the new eternal Testament which will be shed for you and for many for the remission of sins."  But the Mass is above all the sacrifice of My love, the remembrance and perpetuation of My divinely, and therefore infinitely, insane love for men.
And it was the Breaking of the Bread (or "the Mass" if you prefer) that you saw, Maria, in the vision of the supplemental Pasch, when I Myself, taught the Bishop of the Church of Christ, and the Bishop of Jerusalem: Peter, and James of Alpheus, to celebrate it.2
After the supper of the brothers, came the consumming of My Body and My Blood:  left by infinite love in the Food and Drink of salvation. By the grace of the Lord, My priests can summon that Body and Blood from Heaven; nor do the Body and Blood refuse that priestly summons. They can summon It in order to transubstantiate3 the bread and wine into the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ—therefore into Jesus Christ: alive, true, complete, present in the consecrated Species, now  transubstantiated3 into the Holy Body and Blood, the Soul of Jesus, and the Divinity of the Word of God, One with the Father and with Love.
After the fraternal agape,4 came union of their Divine Brother with His brothers of  Earth, with the holy brothers, among holy brothers whom love made equal, though greater ones were there: the priests; and with the little ones: the faithful—union with Him Who knows only how to love, and Who asks love and union with his loved ones.
The need for instruction:  one must keep present the fact that the Apostles, deacons and priests of the first centuries of the Christian era, were in the situation of instructing pagans, that is, those who were truly illiterate in the Holy Religion. This need for instruction caused additions to the Breaking of the Bread—Itself so simple and brief. These additions instructed those who aspired to Christianity how to enter into the Sheepfold of Christ: by knowing the Shepherd and Wisdom, by knowing the ancient and eternal Law, and the Words of the Master.
Hence the reading of the apostolic epistles and the Gospel were introduced. In the first times, just at the beginning, instead of those readings there was direct preaching: that is, the recounting of ancient times, or the verbal counsels of the apostles, or else the verbal instruction of the sapiential books. And so also there was the verbal narration of My works in the three years of My public life, and of My Birth, Death and Resurrection.
Later, as the Church was growing, there was an insufficient number of true eyewitnesses—i.e., Apostles and disciples—for the growing number of churches. Moreover, though the disciples were full of good will in repeating the episodes of My works and life, they were still subject to man's shortcomings:  to involuntary variations of these episodes, and to arbitrary interpretations of them. Though  this was done with a right purpose, yet, it was done...humanly. Hence, the Heads of the Priesthood wanted fixed texts to be read in the Meetings, and then to be explained to the catechumens in that part of the Meeting which preceded the Breaking of the Bread and the praying of the Our Father: just as I intoned this Prayer at the First Breaking of the Bread, and also at the second supplemental Pasch2 —in the presence of the faithful, and after consuming the Species.
Truly, I had then made the Communion precede the Our Father. For centuries now the opposite has been done, and you  believe, O men, that you do well. To do this is not a sin, but reflect:  What is the Our Father? The prayer of Jesus to the Father. The divine prayer which I taught to men. The perfect prayer. If there were only that prayer, and nothing else but that were said well, you would have all, O men, for your spirit and for your flesh. And you would give to God that which pleases Him, if you lived the Our Father.

I had said: "Our Father". With every right I could say to the First Person: "Father". But you,...although God is your Father—you can say it with much less right. Because too infrequently do you reflect in yourselves and in your works the divine likeness to your Father. Sins and inclinations disfigure the Father's image in you, sometimes even canceling it out.
But see:  I transfuse Myself into you. I come into you.  I assimilate Myself to you. I deify you at My contact. I come in the Species, and I am in you. And you—voice of man fused with the voice of the Son of God, and your mind on fire from the love that I bring with Me, you are a sanctified altar (I speak of one who eats the Bread of Heaven without sacrilege) which sings and is fragrant from the Holocaust that radiates upon it:  the Body of the Lamb of God—you can say "Father" to the Father, with every right. For you have in you the Son of the Father and your Brother.  You can pray, knowing what you say. You can offer and ask with perfect power: I give you My Power living in you.
A holy prayer, the Our Father: because said at the moment that Grace—the Christ—makes of His Body and Blood your food, just as He has transubstantiated3 the species of bread and wine into His Body and Blood, Soul and Divinity. Thus the Eucharistic Species are transformed into you: into your blood, into your flesh. You live from Me, even in your mortal flesh... This is why Viaticum for the dying is always Life, even if sometimes it is not additional life added to one's finished life. This is why the Eucharist is the life in you that keeps you alive, Maria, soul of Mine.5  I am your oil that pours itself into the lamp of your exhausted body and keeps you alive. I am your Physician. I am your Donor of blood. I am your Lord Who wants you to be: My lamp, My echo, in this spent, cold, dark world, mute of blessed voices.

The other parts of the Mass are adaptations, sometimes necessary, resulting from heresies that emerged down the ages and had to be fought. Anxious adaptations—oh! all good—these adaptations made by My servants. But through man's own tendency to amplify, tangle, and make things heavy,  My servants added, amplified, made heavy, and even entangled—especially for little souls—the so beautiful, simple, initial Breaking of the Bread, and the catacomb Meetings so divinely inspired. But they did it wanting to honor Me, to love Me and make Me loved. And therefore they did a good work, though one not necessary or useful for the Eucharistic Rite.
These adaptations are the superstructures from times of religious peace. Do you think that you Christians today are not in times of religious peace? just because you are calumniated and scorned? and because some priests fall under the fury of a son of Satan?  Oh! You do not know!  When the times prophesied have come, those who are believers at that time and know of the present times, will be able to say: "For them there was peace; for us there is an atrocious war." And those superstructures will no longer be possible. They will not withstand the catapults of Satan. Nor will the faithful have time to redo them when they have fallen away.
But the essential, the unchangeable will remain:  the Breaking of the Bread, the Meeting together of the faithful.
Because those come from Me, and from the Holy Spirit Who inspired the Apostles. And that which comes from Us is eternal.
This is the lesson, Maria.
You will give these pages to the new Isaac,6  just as they have been written under My Dictation, reserving for yourself to copy  them afterward into the directions.7 You will tell him [Isaac] to copy them with the typewriter and to send you the copy for Rome, so that you may transcribe it or join it to the directions.7  Thus he will see that I love him, and that when I dictate to you and give you the strength to follow Me—sometimes I do not give it to you fully for My own inscrutable reasons—you do not err in one word.
And now rest in your double warmth: of love for Me, and fever for yourself.5  Stay in peace, soul of Mine.

This "supplemental Pasch" was a truncated form of the Paschal Meal of Holy Thursday.  Jesus celebrated this supplemental and abbreviated form of the Pasch—after His resurrection—for the disciples who were not present for the Holy Thursday Pasch. See Maria Valtorta's vision of it as described in The Poem of the Man-God,  Trans., David G. Murray,  (Edizioni Pisani / Centro Editoriale Valtortiano srl, Via Po 95, 03036 Isola del Liri (FR), Italia, 1990), Vol. 5, No. 632, pp. 857-862.
3. "transubstantiate" —Here Christ uses, and thus endorses, the traditional term of Catholic theology to describe the "change of the substance" of the bread and wine into His Body and Blood, while the "accidents", i.e., the appearance, taste, etc., of these elements remain unchanged to human senses.
4. "agape": a frequent Greek word in the New Testament meaning "love feast". It often included an accompanying celebration of the Eucharist in the early Church.
5. In The Notebooks 1945-1950, Ed., Emilio Pisani, Trans., David G. Murray, Centro Editoriale Valtortiano (Isola del Liri, 1985, 2002), p.271, Christ lists seven of the grave maladies which for 26 years afflicted  the physical "wreck" [Christ's term] which was Maria Valtorta. And yet, she was kept alive for those 26 years by His miracle of power, enabling her to record over 15,000 hand-written pages of  the many Revelations and Dictations He gave to her for the Church of today.
6. "Isaac"—in this work of The Poem of the Man-God—is one of the 12 shepherds who adored the Christ-child at His Birth in Bethlehem, and who later became a disciple. Christ here gives this name of  the "new Isaac" to Fr. Conrad Berti, OSM, theologian and annotator of Valtorta's Revelations.  In the same way Christ also called Valtorta's spiritual director, Fr. Romuald Migliorini, OSM, the new brother "Lazarus" of  Maria [= "Mary"] Valtorta and her live-in friend, "Martha" Diciotti, who cared for her during her 26 years as a paraplegic invalid. Hence Christ saw these three as  the new "Martha, Mary, and Lazarus" of the Gospels.
7. There is no in indication in the Italian text as to what these "directions" refer to. Perhaps they are earlier instructions given by Christ to Valtorta concerning the disposition of her work.
THE ETERNAL  FATHER TO POPE  PIUS  XII
ON THE  POEM  AND  THE  CHURCH
— INTRODUCTORY  NOTE — 

The date of this Dictation [Dec. 23, 1948] and it's stern admonition are somewhat puzzling. Because eight months earlier, on Feb. 26th, 1948, Pope Pius accorded a special audience to the Servite theologians, Father Corrado Berti (Valtorta's theological annotator), with his two confreres, Father Romualdo M. Migliorini, ex-prefect apostolic in Africa (and Valtorta's spiritual director), and Father Andrew M. Cecchin, Prior of the international College of the Servites of Mary in Rome—as Fr. Berti reports in his Testimonial posted elsewhere on this site. It was at this audience that the Pontiff pronounced the famous verbatim words about The Poem:
Publish this work just as it is; he who reads will understand. One hears talk of so many visions and revelations. I do not say that all are true;  but some of them could be true.
Since this amounts to a verbal Imprimatur, or rather mandate ["Publicate"] to publish The Poem, we may rightly ask if the Pope had not already accepted The Poem as of Divine origin.  Or is he perhaps being asked in that light  for a more authoritative Papal mandate for the Holy Office? The latter was very negative toward The Poem and subsequently had it illicitly placed on the Index, apparently unaware of the Pope's verbal approval to publish it.
At the end of this admonition for the Pope, there is a brief dialog between the Eternal Father and Valtorta directing her to give the message to the Pope. Valtorta understandably expresses her fear of trouble in attempting this, and the seeming impossibility of conveying such a message to the Pope. She is assured by God the Father that "someone will come and... take these words to the Confessor and Advisor of Pope Pius."  This would probably have been Augustine Cardinal Bea, Rector of the Pontifical Biblical Institute, who was reportedly the Pope's Confessor. He had read several fascicles of  The Poem of the Man-God and was rather positive toward it.

THE  ETERNAL  FATHER :
To His Holiness [Pope Pius XII ]2 :

"INVOKE  My Spirit and read.  Read that which He, the Spirit, can illuminate for you. Read the words of those who saw a time [to come], and another time [to come], and yet another time:  the time coming right after them. The time of My Word among men. Your own time. This time.  Read and see.
Hell advances. And in the Church (by "Church" understand the society of all Catholic Christians), in the Church of My Christ there is no longer that holiness which would spur the God of Victories to send His angels to defeat the demons.
The Church of My Christ, badly interpreting the word of her Divine Founder, believes herself so strong, so invulnerable, as not to care any more - in the majority of her members, and even in her most chosen members - about the practice of those actions which would make God her friend. She presumes, she feels herself superior to each and to all. She says: "I am established. Nothing will prevail over me."
No.  Learn how to understand the words of God.  Do not fall back into the intentional errors of the ancient scribes who wanted to interpret the prophesies and promises of God in a way that pleased their foolish pride as a chosen People, believing they were established in such election until the end of time, whatever be their manner of life. Their error caused their fall, drew them toward extermination, to dispersion and to persecution. And for twenty centuries they are expiating the error which they wanted to embrace.
Hell will not prevail provided the Church be holy as her eternal High Priest charged her to be. Look back through the centuries. Times of spiritual decadence of the Mystical Body, especially of its teaching members, correspond to separation into factions, to the death of disciples. 
In the Church, Hell prevails in greater or smaller measure to the extent that she despoils herself of her holiness, and hence, of God's help. Hell is always prevailing, even if it is not destroying. And in her life in the world, the Church has never known a time like this of such lethargy:  [even] there where there is no corruption, none of the threefold corruption [cf. 1 Jn 2:16]. Nor has she ever experienced such an assault by Hell.
Read John in his Apocalypse. What are the stars, a third part of which Satan succeeds in hurling down from their Heaven, from the Heaven of the Church [Rev. 12:4]? Who, if not those who, having faithfully borne witness to Me, were slain by the Beast coming out of the abyss?  And who, if not those chosen to be lights in the Church, but who have become burnt out lamps. Who, if not the shepherds transformed into idols by their presumption? Who, if not the salt corrupted into poison for the little ones who see it, and distance themselves with disgust, and languish or perish?
Too many shepherds are the idols which Baruch describes in his Chapter VI.  Many, too many of the stars of the Church have been overthrown. Some, the first group, by the wrath of the antichrists, and they are the best, the glorious martyrs of My Kingdom. But still more are [those of] the second group, [overthrown] by the allurements of Satan. And the new Jerusalem becomes Babylon, and it shall have Babylon's lot.
Oh! Spirit of My Christ, perfect Spirit of the Most Perfect Shepherd, true life of His Church, how the will of men has been dissipated and suffocated in those for whom the law of the flesh is stronger than that of the spirit - infused in vain by God with the fullness of His gifts! 
Take and read, invoking this My Spirit. Read the prophets. Read Ezechiel in Chapter 8, in 9, in 16. And read Chapter 19 of Isaiah. He  who no longer knows how to be Jerusalem, Church, Holiness, becomes Egypt. And read, read, re-read, meditate on Chapter 22 of Isaiah.
Too many Shebnas, unworthy Temple prefects, are in the Temple today (by "Temple" He means the Clergy assigned to the churches3), for God to be able to dwell in it with His Spirit, creating with His Presence an invincible shield, an intangible armor, a defense which does not fail. Rather, God will let the Evil One advance and purify with his horrible arrows those who make gods of themselves, adoring themselves in their power,  in their intellect, in their judgment.
Oh! Wretched men! What are they without Me? How can they judge Me and My perfect Will, if they do not know how to judge themselves, and repent and be reborn in the Spirit of God? 
Read, read, re-read, meditate, tremble, weep. The time of Shebna is imminent. A large part of the Church is already overwhelmed, hurled like a ball into the midst of the unbridled mobs.
This I have already said for years to My messenger4 so that it might be told to You. This I say today to You, Vicar of My Christ and My servant.  Yes.  Because I am God.  And no one is greater than I. All are servants compared to Me:  the Lord. All are nothing before My Divine ALL.
You, you at least, do not be like too many others. Separate your will from theirs, so as not to make yourself their accomplice. You are My servant; but they are your servants, and You are the Supreme Head. Your word loosens and binds only in accordance with Mine which, since you serve Me in holiness and love, unites Itself to yours so that it may be God Who speaks with your lips as Pontiff.
In your hands is the rod, and in your spirit, Wisdom. I gave them to you when I chose you. Use that power and knowledge as befits you, and do not disgust your Lord Who has wanted to mark your Papacy with an extraordinary gift:  the Good News newly evangelized,5 in order to reconfirm the Gospel that has come down through the ages, in order to help you, O Father of Christendom, and to help all Christianity against which the accursed Dragon advances.
Don't You, too, shake your head.  Do not say: "There is no proportion between the gift and its hidden danger," as some say, and tempt you to say. Do not offend Me Who have begotten the Word.  I, Who am the Mighty, and can do all if I will. I am a Father, and if a son obeys Me, I help him. Whatever be the size of the hidden danger that assails him.
Do not look at the instrument6 through which the gift of the Word comes to you, and which comes to the aid of those who believe, or those who have doubts, or even those who do not believe. The instrument6 has obeyed in serving the Word and the orders received from God. And therefore she has directed herself to You, so that You may do what God wills. But if you reject the instrument,6 it is not so much her whom you strike and against whom, being blameless, you sin; as much as it is Me whom you strike, Us—We Who are One God in Our marvelous Trinity. And you sin against Love.
Because Love, Our Triune Love, wants to give this - the Word of God - to your Pontificate. And if you resist My Will of love, you repeat the gesture of the Chief Priests, the Sanhedrin, the Pharisees, the Sadducees and Scribes, who did not bend to the evangelizing Charity7. They persecuted Him and condemned Him before the hour marked for His Martyrdom.
And I say to you: read John again, Chapter 11. It is said there that when the Sanhedrin decided on the condemnation of Jesus, Jesus withdrew to Ephraim. God distances Himself when Humanity rejects Him. Therefore even from that moment, the fate of the Temple and the City was sealed:8 their destruction and the persecution of those who had persecuted the Word. To an act of justice and love, love and justice respond.
And I, Who am the Lord, I say to You: "You, all of you, have far more need of My defense than did your predecessors or the lambs of the flock over these twenty centuries. Because first the Shepherds will be struck, and hence the flock will be scattered" [Zech 13:7].
Appease the Lord your God. You are able to. You are the Pontiff. You have no excuse for not doing so.
Do not imitate Pilate, or yours will be the fate of Pilate, who was not justified by the symbolic washing of his hands. He failed in justice as much, and more, than if he had condemned without asking others to condemn in his stead. [He failed in justice] more, because having the power and authority to do so, he should have known how to silence sinful tongues.
Do not fail to recognize Him Who speaks in the work.9 It would be a judgment upon You. And then recognizing Him, serve Him by making Him known. It will be Your glory. 
Do not spurn this warning, even if it comes to you by means of a creature. Other predecessors of yours listened to My instruments. And if the Church is still Roman, it is because a Pontiff surrendered himself to Catherine.10
Be just, so that you may have your Lord as your ally against the Antichrist who advances."

THE  ETERNAL  FATHER :
To me [i.e., Valtorta] :
"The Spirit speaks where He must: to one's spirit. But man is not only spirit. And there are too many things that weigh down his spirit. Hence you will give these words to his Advisor, and if that should still not be enough, all Heaven would weep."
Valtorta : "I ask: ' And how?  I am afraid, and it is impossible for me to do it'."
The Eternal Father : "Someone will come who will take these words and, by My Will, he will bring them without delay to the Confessor and Advisor11 of Pope Pius."
Valtorta : "And I think: 'I'll be in trouble for it'!"
The Eternal Father : "And you will serve Me and I will love you in proportion to the sufferings you experience in fulfilling this service. You are Daniel among the lions12 [Dan 6:16-24]. But God drew Daniel unharmed from there and the Lord was extolled even by those who were till then His enemies, because He was recognized as the True God. Do not fear. Everything passes, but My love is eternal for one who loves and serves Me."

2. Pope Pius XII reigned from March 2, 1939 till his death on October 9, 1958, and thus was the reigning Pope throughout all of Valtorta's prodigious literary output.

3. "...assigned to the churches" —Valtorta's explanatory note..
4. "...to My messenger..."—a reference to Valtorta.
5. "...Good News newly evangelized..." —i.e., the Good News, given all over again, as it was given 2000 years ago. This refers to Valtorta's The Poem of the Man-God, new editions of which significantly restore its original title: The Gospel as It Was Revealed to Me. "Gospel" of course means "Good News".
6. "Do not look at the instrument..." —The "instrument" referred to here is Valtorta, who recorded the 15,000 handwritten pages of The Poem and  many other revelations.
7. "...evangelizing Charity." —"Charity" here refers to Christ bringing the "Good News" first of all to Israel .
8. "...fate...was sealed..." —In 70 A.D., the Romans destroyed the Temple of Jerusalem and killed or enslaved the inhabitants of the City .
9. "...Him Who speaks in the work."— The term "work" is used often throughout Valtorta's revelations to refer to the whole corpus of The Poem of the Man-God.
10. "...surrendered himself to Catherine." —This would be St. Catherine of Siena who was able to persuade Pope Gregory XI to return the Papacy from Avignon to Rome.
11. "...Confessor and Advisor..." —As stated in the Introductory Note above, this would have been Augustine Cardinal Bea, Rector of the Pontifical Biblical Institute, who read several fascicles of The Poem of the Man-God and was rather positive toward the work.
12. "You are Daniel among the lions."—God the Father here uses "lions" apparently as a symbol of the clergy and hierarchy of Valtorta's time who persistently denied the Divine origin of Valtorta's Poem of the Man-God, claiming it was only the product of her sick mind. This denial by many of the clergy still persists today!
